
Pray First, Day 10 - Seek First
Matthew 6:33-34 NKJV

33 But seek first the kingdom of God and His righteousness, and all these things shall be
added to you. 34 Therefore do not worry about tomorrow, for tomorrow will worry about its
own things. Sufficient for the day is its own trouble.

We're nearly half-way through our Pray First prayer initiative and it's a good time to
revisit the most important goal of this initiative--seeking God.

When we seek God first, above all things, then everything else we need in life are
added to us. The worries we carry for our tomorrow fade away as we find God
present, now.
