Blueprints, Property- We 
were going to dig… Sewer line for the whole street! 

•To put a boundary on what you will do or allow to happen 
•This group of people have started living with NO LINES!

•We’ve drawn some and others we've adopted.


•We all have choices about what we let into our life and how we 
respond. Our lines are where those choices play out.  
•Our lines are where our boundaries, standards and values all come 
into play.  Where you decide to make your stand.

There are some lines that are set by God and cannot be moved! 

•Everybody’s life is either a warning or an example based on the Lines 
they’ve drawn and live by. 
• In life we get what we tolerate! Where in your life is it time to draw 

the line in the sand and say no more! To yourself?To others? 
DRAWING A LINE KEEPS YOU FOCUSED. 
Help you make decisions. (Not within your line? Then it’s a no.) Yes 
be yes…- What you agree to




It eliminates drama. (You’ve already set your standards so you know 
what will meet them—and what will not.)

DRAWING A LINE GIVES YOU SOMETHING TO REACH FOR. 

•Focuses your strengths. (If you know what works for you, you 
naturally focus there.)

BACK TO. 

•Choose! Joshua 24,"Choose you this day who you are going to 
serve”. They had crossed the line in the form of the Jordan River. You 
can go back… But as for me and MY HOUSE…

•The word "Christian" is from the latin, and it literally means

•COME OUT FROM!!! That’s why it’s so important for families to 
draw the line and say, No matter what this culture does, we’re 
going to do what God tells us to do. 
•Praising Church- And the saddest thing: "The people answered 
him not a word".
