
• 1Now Peter and John went up together to the temple 
at the hour of prayer, the ninth hour. 2And a certain 
man lame from his mother’s womb was carried, 
whom they laid daily at the gate of the temple which 
is called Beautiful, to ask alms from those who 
entered the temple; 3who, seeing Peter and John 
about to go into the temple, asked for alms. 4And 
fixing his eyes on him, with John, Peter said, “Look at 
us.” 5So he gave them his attention, expecting to 
receive something from them. 6Then Peter said, 
“Silver and gold I do not have, but what I do have I 
give you: In the name of Jesus Christ of Nazareth, 
rise up and walk.” 7And he took him by the right 
hand and lifted him up, and immediately his feet and 
ankle bones received strength. 8So he, leaping up, 
stood and walked and entered the temple with them
—walking, leaping, and praising God. 9And all the 
people saw him walking and praising God. 10Then 
they knew that it was he who sat begging alms at the 
Beautiful Gate of the temple; and they were filled 
with wonder and amazement at what had happened 
to him.  Acts 3:1-10

• He has been lame from his mother's womb, it's all he's 
ever known, it's all he's ever seen. It's one thing to have 
walked once, at least you can remember what it was like, 
but when all you have ever seen is lameness, then it’s 
rare that you get a desire for wholeness. 


• If all you've ever seen is poverty, if all you've ever seen is 
domestic violence…you like the idea of happily married, 
but you will pick somebody who's mean, 'cause the nice 
guy is boring, and the nice guy who fell in love, "Oh, I 
don't know, he's nice but I'm just not attracted to him”.


• You always want what your normal is.  
• Any time you have been lame all of your life, broke all of 

your life, intimidated all of your life, insecure all of your 
life, angry all of your life, surrounded by angry, vicious 
people all of your life, you become closed off to anything 
better.

Breakthrough.  Blessing.  Prosperity.

• The Power of Pentecost has given them a new capacity 
they had not experienced before. 


• The infilling of the Spirit had given them the gift of 
faith.  

• Prior to Pentecost they had felt dependence and loyalty, 
but they had no faith.


• What they were experiencing was the abundant life 
Jesus had talked about. For the first time they 
understood Calvary and the empty tomb.


• This new capacity to believe in what Christ had done for 
them began to grow into an expectant confidence in 
what He could do through them.
