Why is prayer an important part of seeking and affirming God’s will in your 
life?  How would you counsel a new Christian to pray regarding his plans? 

4. Read Hebrews 2:8 and Philippians 2:9-11 & 3:20-21.  How does this future 
reality help you as you face the opposition to God’s will in your life?
