Much in every way To begin with, the Jews
were entrusted with the oracles of God.

By no means! Let God be true though every
one were a liar, as it is written, *That you may
e justifid in your words, and prevail when
you are judged.”

But if our unrightecusness serves to show
the righteousness of God, what shall we
say?

For then bow
could God judge the world? But if
thwough my lie God’s truth abounds
to his glory, why am I still being
condemned as a sinner?
