Romans 12:1-8

1 Therefore, I urge you, brothers and sisters, in view of 
God’s mercy, to offer your bodies as a living 
sacrifice, holy and pleasing to God—this is your true and 
proper worship. 2 Do not conform to the pattern of this 
world, but be transformed by the renewing of your 
mind. Then you will be able to test and approve what 
God’s will is—his good, pleasing and perfect will.



Romans 12:1-8

accordance with the faith God has distributed to each of 
you.

6 We have 
different gifts, according to the grace given to each of us. 
If your gift is prophesying, then prophesy in accordance 
with your faith; 7 if it is serving, then serve; if it is 
teaching, then teach; 8 if it is to encourage, then give 
encouragement; if it is giving, then give generously; if it 
is to lead, do it diligently; if it is to show mercy, do it 
cheerfully.

2 Corinthians 6:4-10

4 Rather, as servants of God we commend ourselves in 
every way: in great endurance; in troubles, hardships 
and distresses; 5 in beatings, imprisonments and riots; in 
hard work, sleepless nights and hunger; 6 in purity, 
understanding, patience and kindness; in the Holy 
Spirit and in sincere love; 7 in truthful speech and in the 
power of God; with weapons of righteousness in the

right hand and in the left; 8 through glory and 
dishonor, bad report and good report; genuine, yet 
regarded as impostors; 9 known, yet regarded as 
unknown; dying, and yet we live on; beaten, and yet not 
killed; 10 sorrowful, yet always rejoicing; poor, yet 
making many rich; having nothing, and yet possessing 
everything.
