J U S T  A S  H E  P R E PA R E S  O U R  H E A RT S  TO DAY.  ( M A R K  1 4 : 1 2 - 1 6 )





12 And on the first day of Unleavened Bread, when they sacrificed the Passover 
lamb, his disciples said to him, “Where will you have us go and prepare for you 
to eat the Passover?”

15 And he will show 
you a large upper room furnished and ready; there prepare for us.” 16 And the 
disciples set out and went to the city and found it just as he had told them, and 
they prepared the Passover.
