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This Ending Is a New Beginning 
While the Ascension is often underappreciated, it is a very important feast, and its message is deeply profound. 
We tend to think of Jesus’ ascension as an ending point, and no one likes to wave goodbye. Even the apostles felt 
a sense of apprehension. But our Lord prepared them by opening the Scriptures to them so that they might know 
where to hear His voice even as His visual appearance would not be with them. We know that they understood 
this, because they returned with joy and not fear, celebrating this event as a new beginning and not an end.
