Mark 10:42–45

42 And Jesus called them to him and said to them, “You know that 
those who are considered rulers of the Gentiles lord it over them, 
and their great ones exercise authority over them. 43 But it shall 
not be so among you. But whoever would be great among you 
must be your servant, 44 and whoever would be first among you 
must be slave of all. 45 For even the Son of Man came not to be 
served but to serve, and to give his life as a ransom for many.”

1. Gospel courage (20:17–27)

Ezekiel 3:17–19
17 “I have made you a watchman for the house of Israel. Whenever you 
hear a word from my mouth, you shall give them warning from me. 
18 If I say to the wicked, ‘You shall surely die,’ and you give him no 
warning, nor speak to warn the wicked from his wicked way, in order 
to save his life, that wicked person shall die for his iniquity, but his 
blood I will require at your hand. 19 But if you warn the wicked, and he 
does not turn from his wickedness, or from his wicked way, he shall die 
for his iniquity, but you will have delivered your soul.”
