KISS Principle (Keep It Simple Saints)
Where are we going? Why does it matter? What is my role?

Great Commandment
Jesus: “%7..."You shall love the Lord your God with all your heart and with all your soul
and with all your mind. *¥This is the great and first commandment. *’And a second is
like it: You shall love your neighbor as yourself.”” (Matthew 22:37-39 ESV)

Great Commission
Jesus: “18..“All authority in heaven and on earth has been given to me. °Go therefore
and make disciples of all nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father and of the
Son and of the Holy Spirit, ?’teaching them to observe all that I have commanded you.
And behold, I am with you always, to the end of the age.”” (Matthew 28:18-20 ESV)

WHERE ARE WE GOING?
We're seeking to be faithful to Jesus” commands in the Great Commandment and Great
Commission to lead everyone to become more like Jesus.

WHY DOES THIS MATTER?
Because everyone needs Christ in their lives, and Jesus created the Church, not an
institution but a movement of people, to be his hands and feet and voice to share this
Good News with a world that is dying apart from it.

WHAT IS MY ROLE?

We tend to want instant results, but that often leads to us facing lots of ups and
downs and typically fails to look at the overall context and long haul.

We tend to want to aim just for hitting high points, like we can cherry pick our way
from peak to peak without also going through valleys, and so we tend to discount the
importance of daily routines and practices.
