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If you watch the news, you are constantly being bombarded with news about Presidential
Executive Orders. Some of these rulings are interesting and positive. Some of these include: No men in
women'’s sports, arresting those who would hurt and kidnap children, and investigating those who
discriminate against Christians for their religious views. But what happens when the law directly and
negatively affects you for no other reason than existing?

We have learned that though GOD is not mentioned in this book, He is always at work. He was
at work in the life of Mordecai, a Jewish captive in Persia. He was also working in the life of Esther, a
Jewish orphan who became queen. There is however, one person we haven’t considered in the story
who was also at work behind the scenes: satan. satan is not mentioned by name in this book either, but
as John MacArthur said in his Study Bible: “Esther could be compared to a chess game. God and satan (as
invisible players) moved real kings, queens, and nobles.” So today let’s read about the enemy’s plan for
persecution and what it teaches us about GOD 2,500 years later.

I. ESTHER 3:1-4 — GOD’S PEOPLE DO NOT BOW

5 years passed since Esther’s coronation. During this time Esther did not reveal her Jewish
ethnicity. Her relative Mordecai worked close to the Palace, likely to check on the Queen much like an
adoptive father. We remember that in Esther 2, Mordecai saved the king’s life by revealing an
assassination attempt. Mordecai’s deeds were written in the history books, but much like sometimes
happens to us in this this unfair world, Morecai wasn’t rewarded. Instead, Scripture says that the king
promoted and celebrated a man named Haman. Haman’s name likely means “strong” or “powerful”.
Scripture tells us that Haman was an “Agagite” — meaning he was not Persian, but an Amalekite. The
Amalekites were a tribe that was hated the Jews and sought to destroy them for over 1,000 years
starting in the book of Exodus! In 1 Samuel 15, nearly 600 years before Esther, The Amalekites waged
war against Israel. GOD, seeking to protect His People, commanded the Jewish King Saul to defeat them
in war, not leaving behind a single survivor. However, King Saul was disobedient and spared his enemy —
King Agag — leaving a remnant that multiplied and continued in their hatred of the Jews until the time of
Esther. Can you understand how much damage a grudge can create in people’s lives? Do you hold
grudges against others? How could your grudge end up hurting other people around you?

Back in our story, we’re told that everyone was to “bow down” to Haman. This was the king’s
command. Disobedience meant death! However, Mordecai the Jew refused to bow down. Mordecai
practiced civil disobedience to keep his convictions. What convictions? Well this “bowing down” was
more than just a sign of respect. The Hebrew word used here is “shachah” — to worship. This was
idolatry, worshiping a man as a god! Though Mordecai sought to live in peace in a pagan nation, this was
too much. In Scripture we have examples of men who did not bow to tyrants. In the OT, Daniel’s friends
did not bow and were thrown alive into the fiery furnace (Daniel 3:16-18). In the NT, Peter and John did
not “bow” to obey the laws that forbade speaking about Jesus, and they were punished severely (Acts
5:29). Throughout history Christians have refused to “bow” and obey laws that violate their conscience
(Catholic conversion, COVID Laws, laws forbidding silent prayer outside abortion clinics).

From these verses, we can make some observations that impact how we live today:

First, will we forgive, or we will we hold a grudge that can lead to years of destruction? Second, will we
honor GOD above everything, even if it means disobeying the laws of man? This forces us to reflect and
see if we will be men and women of convictions in a pagan world. What makes a man of conviction? First,
a devotion to GOD as our highest authority. Second, a clear understanding of our identity before GOD.
Third, a life resolved to do whatever pleases GOD most. A man who pursues these can truly call himself a
man of GOD. American preacher Paul Washer once told us about his wife’s comments on men in
America, “If a man-eating lion was set loose today in the United States, he would starve to death because
there aren't any men to eat.” Will we, like Mordecai, be men of conviction? Let’s continue...

Il. ESTHER 3:5-11 — satan HATES GOD’S PEOPLE

Haman planned a great evil. He wanted to destroy not only Mordecai, but all the Jewish
people. Haman did what satan does to GOD’s people all the time: he made up lies to hurt them. Haman
said the Jews, not Mordecai, broke the king’s laws. This wasn’t true. The king’s predecessors tolerated
the Jews and even let them practice their religion or go back to Jerusalem because they were a quiet

people. Persia had religious tolerance. This is like America today. To some degree, there is religious
tolerance here. GOD’s people are to practice their faith publicly but aim to live at peace with private
lives. When we have rulers that don’t worship GOD, we’re commanded to pray for them. Scripture says,
“...I urge that petitions, prayers, intercessions, and thanksgivings be made for everyone, 2for kings and all
those who are in authority, so that we may lead a tranquil and quiet life in all godliness and dignity. 3 This
is good, and it pleases God our Savior...” (1 Timothy 2:1-3). There was no reason for the king to destroy
an entire Jewish population since they were no threat to his kingdom.

Haman made a deal with the king. For many days, Haman used something called the “pur” to
decide on what day he should act on his evil plans. “Pur” —119- is a Hebrew word that means “lot” (as in
casting lots, dice, or luck). The “pur” were used by pagans to make decisions. After selecting a day on
which to declare a death sentence to the Jews, Haman bribed the king with 375 tons of silver, about 75%
of the nation’s annual budget. The greedy king was just like the person described in Ecclesiastes 5:10:
“The one who loves silver is never satisfied with silver, and whoever loves wealth is never satisfied with
income...” Foolishly, the king gave Haman permission to kill his beloved Queen Esther. A man who
claimed to be a god was as foolish and easily deceived as any other human. In these verses, we see that
satan has always hated and sought to destroy GOD’s people. This began in the Garden of Eden, where he
deceived Adam and Eve, bringing sin and death into the world. He also tried to destroy Jesus—seeking to
kill Him as a baby, attempting to drown Him in a storm, and tempting Him to sin. Throughout history,
satan has targeted the Jews, as seen in events like the Holocaust in Nazi Germany and the persecution in
Catholic Spain during The Inquisition. He has also persecuted Christians in places like Communist North
Korea and Islamic nations like Somalia, Yemen, and Libya. Yet, even in times of suffering, we have the
promises of Jesus to sustain us: “You are blessed when they insult you and persecute you and falsely say
every kind of evil against you because of me. 12 Be glad and rejoice, because your reward is great in
heaven. For that is how they persecuted the prophets who were before you.” (Matthew 5:11-12).

Now, although GOD isn’t mentioned, we see many shadows of what would one day happen to
Jesus. These are what we call “Christ Connections”. King Xerxes traded the Jews for silver; Jesus was
betrayed for silver. The king “washed his hands” of the Jews’ murder, just as the Roman government
“washed their hands” of Jesus’ blood, allowing Him to be crucified. The decree to kill the Jews was issued
during the Passover Feast—a holiday celebrating how GOD once saved His people from death in Egypt.
Likewise, during the Passover Feast, Jesus spoke of His own death, guaranteeing that GOD would save His
People through His death. The shadows pointing to Christ are truly amazing in the book of Esther! His
invisible fingerprints are perfectly visible throughout this book! Let’s go back to the text...

1Il. ESTHER 3:12-15 — CHAOS IN THE KINGDOM

This royal decree was immediately sent out to the Empire. The decree gave the people 12
months to prepare. The decree allowed the government to legally take money from the Jews and Kkill
them. This caused chaos in the Empire. Those who hated the Jews celebrated! However, this reckless
decree meant that no group of people were safe. If the Jews could be targeted today other groups could
be targeted later. That’s how this world works. While the world claims that we are evolving and making
progress, we are quickly reminded that human suffering still exists when we see corrupt politicians,
senseless murder, and racist persecution. This passage ends with the king and Haman sitting down for a
drink while the kingdom descended into confusion and chaos. This is a point of reflection for us: Is our
trust in the government? Do we have peace when our political party wins, and depression when they
lose? We must remember that our King is neither Democrat or Republican. His Kingdom is not of this
world. His Kingdom is not a kingdom of chaos, but of peace! Although evil men rule today, and the world
descends further into chaos, we can have peace because we know the Prince of Peace.

Now why would the Prince of Peace allow for 12 months of fear? Scripture tells us that: “The
wicked person schemes against the righteous and gnashes his teeth at him. 13 The Lord laughs at him
because he sees that his day is coming.” (Psalm 37:12-13). GOD allows evil people to “succeed” for a bit
so they can "fill their cup" with evil deeds. Then, as we will read later in Esther, He makes them “drink”
the punishment they deserve. Let the evil ones “sit and have a drink”. GOD sees it all. Have faith.

CLOSING THOUGHTS

1. Our obedience to GOD comes before our obedience to this world.

2. satan is always trying to destroy GOD’s people, but GOD is a powerful defender.

3. We must trust in Jesus. For peace in this world and for eternal life. We don’t see Him, one day we will.
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Las noticias constantemente nos bombardean con reportes de 6rdenes presidenciales. Algunas de
estas drdenes son positivas. Incluyen: No permitir que hombres participen en deportes con mujeres, arrestar a
aquellos que intenten lastimar a nifios, e investigar a quienes discriminan a los cristianos por su religion. Pero
équé sucede cuando la ley te afecta directamente de manera negativa solo por existir?

Hemos aprendido que aunque DIOS no se menciona en este libro, El siempre estd trabajando. Estaba
trabajando en la vida de Mardoqueo, un cautivo judio en Persia. También estaba trabajando en la vida de Ester,
una huérfana judia que se convirtié en reina. Sin embargo, hay una persona que no hemos considerado en la
historia, que también estaba trabajando a escondidas: satands. satands tampoco se menciona por su nombre en
este libro, pero como dijo John MacArthur en su Biblia de Estudio: “Ester podria compararse con un juego de
ajedrez. DIOS y satanas (como jugadores invisibles) movieron a verdaderos reyes, reinas y nobles.” Asi que hoy,
leamos sobre el plan del enemigo para la persecucion y lo que nos ensefia sobre DIOS 2,500 afios después.

I. ESTER 3:1-4 — EL PUEBLO DE DIOS NO SE ARRODILLA

Han pasado 5 afios desde la coronacidon de Ester. Durante este tiempo, Ester no reveld su
identidad judia. Su pariente Mardoqueo trabajaba cerca del palacio, probablemente para ver cémo
estaba la reina, como un padre adoptivo. Recordamos que en Ester 2, Mardoqueo salvd la vida del rey al
revelar un intento de asesinato. Las acciones de Mardoqueo fueron escritas en los libros de historia,
pero, como suele ocurrir en este mundo injusto, Mardoqueo no recibié recompensa. En vez de esto, el
rey promovio a un hombre llamado Aman. El nombre de Aman probablemente significa "fuerte" o
"poderoso". Aman era un "agagita", lo que significa que no era persa, sino amalequita. jLos amalequitas
eran una tribu que odiaba a los judios y buscaba destruirlos durante mas de 1,000 afios, comenzando en
el libro de Exodo! En 1 Samuel 15, casi 600 afios antes de Ester, los amalequitas buscaron guerra contra
Israel. DIOS, buscando proteger a Su pueblo, ordend al rey judio Saul que los derrotara sin dejar
sobrevivientes. Sin embargo, el rey Saul fue desobediente y perdond a su enemigo, el rey Agag, dejando
un remanente que se multiplicé y continué con su odio hacia los judios hasta el tiempo de Ester. ¢Puedes
entender cuanto dafio puede causar un rencor en la vida de las personas? ¢ Guardas rencores contra
otros? ¢Como podria tu rencor terminar hiriendo a las personas que te rodean?

En esta historia, se nos dice que todos debian "arrodillarse" ante Aman. Este era el mandato
del rey. iLa desobediencia significaba la muerte! Mardoqueo, el judio, se negd a arrodillarse. Mardoqueo
practicé la desobediencia civil para mantener sus convicciones. ¢Qué convicciones? El "arrodillarse" era
mas que una sefial de respeto. La palabra hebrea usada aqui es "shachah", que significa adorar. jEsto era
idolatria, adorar a un hombre como a un dios! Aunque Mardoqueo intentaba vivir en paz en una nacién
pagana, esto era demasiado. En las Escrituras tenemos ejemplos de hombres que no se arrodillaron. En el
AT, los amigos de Daniel no se arrodillaron y fueron lanzados vivos al horno de fuego (Daniel 3:16-18). En
el NT, Pedro y Juan no se "arrodillaron" para obedecer las leyes que prohibian hablar sobre Jesus, y
fueron castigados (Hechos 5:29). A lo largo de la historia, los cristianos se han negado a "arrodillarse" y
obedecer leyes que violan su conciencia (como la conversidn forzada por el catolicismo, las leyes del
COVID, las leyes que prohiben la oracion silenciosa fuera de las clinicas de aborto).

En estos versiculos, podemos hacer algunas observaciones que impactan cémo vivimos hoy:
Primero, éperdonaremos, o guardaremos un rencor que puede llevar a afios de destruccidon? En segundo
lugar, ¢honraremos a DIOS por encima de todo, incluso si esto significa desobedecer las leyes del
hombre? Esto nos obliga a reflexionar y ver si seremos hombres y mujeres de convicciones en un mundo
pagano. ¢Qué hace a un hombre de conviccidén? Primero, una devocion a DIOS como nuestra maxima
autoridad. En segundo lugar, una comprension clara de nuestra identidad ante DIOS. Tercero, una vida
resuelta a hacer lo que mas le agrada a DIOS. Un hombre que persigue estos principios realmente puede
llamarse hombre de DIOS. El predicador Paul Washer nos conté una vez acerca de los comentarios de su
esposa sobre los hombres en EE.UU.: "Si un ledn que solo come “hombres” fuera soltado hoy en los
Estados Unidos, moriria de hambre porque no hay hombres a quienes comer". ¢Seremos, como
Mardoqueo, hombres de convicciéon? Continuemos...

1. ESTER 3:5-11 — satanas ODIA AL PUEBLO DE DIOS

Aman planed un gran mal. Queria destruir no solo a Mardoqueo, sino a todo el pueblo judio.
Aman hizo lo que satands siempre hace con el pueblo de DIOS: inventé mentiras para hacerles dafio.
Aman dijo que los judios, no Mardoqueo, habian roto las leyes del rey. Esto no era cierto. Los

antecesores del rey toleraban a los judios y les permitian practicar su religién o regresar a Jerusalén
porque eran un pueblo pacifico. Persia tenia tolerancia religiosa. Esto es como EE.UU. hoy en dia. En
cierto modo, hay tolerancia religiosa aqui. El pueblo de DIOS debe practicar su fe publicamente, pero
buscar vivir en paz con vidas privadas. Cuando tenemos gobernantes que no adoran a Dios, se nos manda
orar por ellos. La Escritura dice: “...que se hagan plegarias, oraciones, peticiones y acciones de gracias por
todos los hombres, 2por los reyes y por todos los que estan en autoridad, para que podamos vivir una
vida tranquila...3 Porque esto es bueno y agradable delante de Dios nuestro Salvador...” (1 Timoteo 2:1-3).
No habia razén para que el rey destruyera a los judios, ya que no representaban una amenaza.

Aman hizo un trato con el rey. Durante muchos dias, Aman uso algo llamado “pur” para decidir
qué dia debia actuar segln sus malvados planes. “Pur” —119- es una palabra hebrea que significa
“suertes” (como lanzar suertes o usar dados). Los “pur” eran usados por los paganos para tomar
decisiones. Después de escoger un dia para declarar la sentencia de muerte a los judios, Aman soborné al
rey con 375 toneladas de plata, alrededor del 75% del presupuesto anual del pais. El codicioso rey era
como la persona descrita en Eclesiastés 5:10: “El que ama el dinero no se saciara de dinero, Y el que ama
la abundancia no se saciard de ganancias....” Sin saberlo, el rey dio permiso a Aman para matar a su
amada Reina Ester. Un hombre que afirmaba ser un dios era tan tonto y facilmente engafiado como
cualquier otro ser humano. En estos versiculos, vemos que satanas siempre ha odiado y ha buscado
destruir al pueblo de Dios. Esto comenzd en el Huerto del Edén, donde engafié a Adan y Eva, trayendo el
pecado y la muerte al mundo. También intentd destruir a Jesus, tratando de matarlo cuando era un bebé,
intentando ahogarlo en una tormenta y tentdndolo a pecar. En la historia, satanas ha atacado a los
judios, como en el Holocausto en la Alemania y la persecucion en la Espafia catdlica en la Inquisicién.
También ha perseguido a los cristianos en lugares como la Corea del Norte y en paises isldmicos como
Somalia, Yemen y Libia. En tiempos de sufrimiento, tenemos las promesas de JesuUs para sustentarnos:
“»Bienaventurados seran cuando los insulten y persigan, y digan todo género de mal contra ustedes
falsamente, por causa de Mi.12Regocijense y alégrense, porque la recompensa de ustedes en los cielos es
grande, porque asi persiguieron a los profetas que fueron antes que ustedes. (Mateo 5:11-12).

Aunque DIOS no se menciona, vemos muchas sombras de lo que algun dia le ocurriria a Jesus.
El rey Jerjes entregd a los judios por plata; Jesus fue traicionado por plata. El rey “se lavé las manos” de la
sangre de los judios, asi como el gobierno romano “se lavé las manos” de la sangre de Jesus, permitiendo
que fuera crucificado. El decreto de matar a los judios fue decidido durante la Pascua, una fiesta que
celebraba cémo DIOS salvo a Su pueblo de la muerte en Egipto. Jesus hablé de Su muerte durante la
Pascua, garantizando que DIOS salvaria a Su pueblo a través de Su muerte. iLas sombras que apuntan a
Cristo son asombrosas en el libro de Ester! Volvamos al texto...

1ll. ESTER 3:12-15 — CAOS EN EL REINO

Este decreto real fue enviado a todo el Imperio. El decreto dio a la gente 12 meses para
prepararse. El decreto permitia al gobierno tomar legalmente el dinero de los judios y matarlos. Esto
causé caos en el Imperio. jLos que odiaban a los judios celebraron! Sin embargo, este decreto significaba
que ningun grupo de personas estaba a salvo. Si los judios podian ser atacados hoy, otros grupos podrian
serlo mas tarde. Asi funciona este mundo. Mientras el mundo dice que estamos evolucionando,
recordamos que el sufrimiento humano aun existe cuando vemos a politicos corruptos, asesinatos sin
sentido y persecucion racista. Este pasaje termina con el rey y Aman sentdndose a tomar un trago
mientras el reino descendia en confusidn y caos. Este es un punto de reflexion para nosotros: ¢En quién
ponemos nuestra confianza? ¢ Tenemos paz cuando nuestro partido politico gana y tristeza cuando
pierde? Recordemos que nuestro Rey no es Demdcrata ni Republicano. Su Reino no es de este mundo.
iSu Reino no es un reino de caos, sino de paz! Aunque los pecadores gobiernen hoy, y el mundo
descienda en caos, podemos tener paz porque conocemos al Principe de Paz.

Entonces, épor qué el Principe de Paz permitiria 12 meses de miedo? La Biblia nos dice que: “El
impio trama contra el justo, Y contra él rechina sus dientes. 13 El Sefior se rie de él, Porque ve que su dia
se acerca.” (Salmo 37:12-13). DIOS permite que los pecadores “tengan éxito” por un tiempo para que
puedan "llenar su copa" con pecado. Luego, como veremos mas adelante, El les hace “beber” el castigo
que merecen. Deja que los pecadores “se sienten y tomen un trago”. DIOS lo ve todo. Ten fe en El.

How has satan attacked you, your family, and/or your church?

ESTHER 3:12-15- CHAOS IN THE KINGDOM

Though evil seemed to be winning, Scripture reminds us that GOD sees all and will bring
justice in His time. We are challenged to decide in whom we will place our trust: in
governments and rulers who fail, or in GOD who rules a Kingdom of Peace. He is our salvation
and the source of eternal life. When the world is confused and in chaos, He is our peace.
Read Psalm 37:12-13. How does this passage encourage us when it seems “bad people /
sinners are succeeding in everything they do”?
