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- Today we celebrate the most important Sunday in human history - Resurrection Sunday!

- Jesus Christ’s birth, death, resurrection, ascension into Heaven, and return are the most important
events in human history. Why? Because Jesus is the most important man to ever live.

- Jesus changed the world because He is unlike any other religious leader. Let’s compare:

- Siddhartha Gautama, Buddha — He had ~3 wives. He died after eating a toxic piece of pork. He was
cremated and his ashes were given to his followers who buried them across India.

- Joseph Smith — He had ~40 wives, including Helen age 14 whom he married at 37. He was killed by
a mob while in jail for being a traitor against the American government and for his sinful lifestyle.
He was buried in Illinois.

- Mohamed — He had ~13 wives, including Aisha whom he married when she was 6 years old when
he was 53. He died from poisoning. Tradition says that a captured Jewish woman fed him poison
food after Mohamed killed her husband. Mohamed’s body was buried in Medina.

- Jesus Christ. He had no wife. He never sinned. He never hurt women - but forgave and saved them
instead. He never conquered nations with war. Instead, He gave His life as a payment for our sins.
We don’t know where Hls tomb is because He is not there! He has Risen!

- Today, we will study what happened on Resurrection Sunday nearly 2,000 years ago.

- At the beginning of today’s service we read about the Empty Tomb in Matthew 28:10 — how Jesus
empty tomb was first seen by a woman named Mary Magdalene. Jesus appeared to her first.

- What happened next? Let’s read...

I. LEAVING JERUSALEM — LUKE 24:13-24

A. Who were these disciples?

- They were Jewish disciples, true believers in GOD. They saw Jesus and believed in Him. They were
likely in Jerusalem for Passover.

- Only one of their names was given - Cleopas. Many Christians reading Luke’s Gospel knew exactly

who Cleopas was. Some historians (Hegesippus) say that Cleopas was mentioned in

John 19:25 | Standing by the cross of Jesus were his mother, his mother’s sister, Mary the wife of
Clopas, and Mary Magdalene.

- Cleopas was likely Jesus’ close relative. Likely His uncle.

- If this is the same person, then Jesus appeared to His aunt and uncle on the Road to Emmaus!

- If this is not the same person, then it is amazing that Jesus would choose these to appear to them.

B. Why were they leaving Jerusalem disappointed?

- They felt defeated. Their LORD had suffered the worst and most shameful death imaginable.
Though they had heard Jesus talk about His resurrection, they likely doubted it since it was the third
day and they hadn’t seen Him - yet.

- They believed GOD wasn’t going to save Israel. They expected a military leader or ruler. They
didn’t expect The Savior to save them from their sins.

- They likely had fear of the Roman government. Seeing the crucifixion of Jesus scared many of
those who followed Him - since the Romans used this to intimidate their enemies.

C. What do we learn from these disciples?

- We may know Jesus’ promises, but have a hard time believing the “impossible” is possible.

- We may think that GOD is losing this battle because of the “victories” of His enemies.

- We may be thinking of “walking away” from His path, but He will go out of His way to find us.

1. JESUS IS REVEALED THROUGH THE SCRIPTURES — LUKE 24:25-35

A. What did Jesus teach the disciples?

- He taught that the Bible is all about Him. Not us, no secret codes, not just a rulebook or a moral
guide for living. The Bible is His story.

- He taught that OT “shadows” pointed to Him. Noah’s Ark, Jacob’s Ladder to Heaven, The Passover
Lamb, The Temple, the Sacrificial System, the Priesthood and more.

- He taught that “types” like Noah, Joseph, Moses, David, and Solomon pointed to Him.

- He taught that the Prophets talked about His suffering, death, and resurrection.

Genesis 50:20 | You planned evil against me; God planned it for good to bring about the present
result—the survival of many people.

Psalm 22:15-18 | My strength is dried up like baked clay; my tongue sticks to the roof of my
mouth. You put me into the dust of death. 16 For dogs have surrounded me; a gang of evildoers
has closed in on me; they pierced my hands and my feet. 17 | can count all my bones; people look
and stare at me. 18 They divided my garments among themselves, and they cast lots for my
clothing.

Psalm 16:9-10 | Therefore my heart is glad and my whole being rejoices; my body also rests
securely. 10 For you will not abandon me to Sheol; you will not allow your faithful one to see
decay.

Hebrews 10:11-13 | Every priest stands day after day ministering and offering the same sacrifices
time after time, which can never take away sins. 12 But this man, after offering one sacrifice for
sins forever, sat down at the right hand of God. 13 He is now waiting until his enemies are made
his footstool.

B. What was the reaction of the disciples at Jesus’ teaching?

- They listened to this Bible study for 3 hours - Jerusalem to Emmaus. It was not a burden.

- Their eyes were opened so they could recognize Him right in front of them. Sovereignty of GOD.
- Their hearts “burned” when they understood the Scriptures.

C. What do we learn after Jesus’ Bible Study?

- Proper Bible teaching brings out powerful burning emotions in the hearts of true believers!
- Jesus’ discipline is meant to correct our understanding so we can stop doubting His power.
- Jesus wants us to break bread together so we can encourage one another in faith.

11l. THE MISSION BEGINS — LUKE 24:36-40, 44-48

A. What did Jesus do when He appeared?

- He greeted them with Peace, not fear.

- He eased their doubts by showing them His crucifixion scars. Hands, feet, side.
- He ate a meal with them. This was an act of friendship and fellowship.

- He explained the Scriptures to the Apostles so they would not doubt.

- He sent His disciples out into the world to announce His victory.

B. What happened after Jesus appeared to His disciples?

Luke 24:49-53 | 49 And look, | am sending you what my Father promised. As for you, stay in the
city until you are empowered from on high.” 50 Then he led them out to the vicinity of Bethany,
and lifting up his hands he blessed them. 51 And while he was blessing them, he left them and
was carried up into heaven. 52 After worshiping him, they returned to Jerusalem with great joy.
53 And they were continually in the temple praising God.

- Jesus promised the Holy Spirit. The Spirit later descended empowering every Christian.

- Jesus received worship from His disciples because He is GOD. - “preskuneo” in the greek.
- Jesus ascended into Heaven. In His glorified body incapable of ever dying again.

- Jesus’ disciples have been talking about Him for 2000 years until He returns!

- Jesus is saving sinners from Heaven and welcoming them to Himself.
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- Hoy celebramos el domingo mas importante en la historia humana — jDomingo de Resurreccién!
- El nacimiento, la muerte, la resurreccion, la ascension al cielo y el regreso de Jesucristo son los
eventos mas importantes en la historia. ¢ Por qué? Porque Jesus es el hombre mas importante que
ha vivido.

- Jesus cambio el mundo porque es diferente a cualquier otro lider religioso. Comparemos:

- Siddhartha Gautama, Buda — Tuvo aproximadamente 3 esposas. Murié después de comer carne
de cerdo contaminada. Fue cremado y sus cenizas fueron repartidas entre sus seguidores en India.
- Jose Smith — Tuvo aproximadamente 40 esposas, incluyendo a Helen de 14 afios cuando él tenia
37. Fue asesinado por una multitud mientras estaba en la carcel por traicidn al gobierno de los
Estados Unidos y por su vida pecaminosa. Fue enterrado en lllinois.

-Mohamed / Mahoma — Tuvo aproximadamente 13 esposas, incluyendo a Aisha, a quien toméo
cuando ella tenia 6 afios y él 53. Murié envenenado. La tradicidn dice que una mujer judia le dio
comida envenenada después de que Mahoma matd a su esposo. Su cuerpo fue enterrado en
Medina.

- Jesucristo — No tuvo esposa. Nunca pecé. Nunca dafid a las mujeres, sino que las perdond y las
salvd. No conquistd naciones con guerra. Dio Su vida como pago por nuestros pecados. No sabemos
dénde estd Su tumba porque no estd alli. jEl ha resucitado!

- Hoy estudiaremos lo que ocurrié en el Domingo de Resurreccidn hace casi 2,000 afios.

- Al inicio del servicio leimos sobre la tumba vacia en Mateo 28:10 — cdémo Maria Magdalena fue la
primera en verla, y Jesus se le aparecio primero. ¢ Qué paso después? Leamos...

1. SALIENDO DE JERUSALEN — LUCAS 24:13-24

A. ¢{Quiénes eran estos discipulos?

- Eran discipulos judios, verdaderos creyentes en DIOS. Vieron a Jesus y creyeron en
El.Probablemente estaban en Jerusalén por la Pascua.

- Solo se menciona un nombre — Cleofas. Muchos cristianos que leian el Evangelio de Lucas sabian
quién era. Algunos historiadores (Hegesipo) dicen que Cleofas es mencionado en:

Juan 19:25 | Y junto a la cruz de Jesus estaban Su madre, y la hermana de Su madre, Maria, la
mujer de Cleofas, y Maria Magdalena.

- Es probable que Cleofas fuera familiar cercano de Jesus. Posiblemente Su tio.

- Si es la misma persona, entonces Jesus se aparecid a Su tia y a Su tio en el camino a Emadus.

- Si no es la misma persona, sigue siendo sorprendente que Jesus haya decidido aparecerse a ellos.

B. ¢Por qué salian de Jerusalén desanimados?

- Se sentian derrotados. Su SENOR habia sufrido la muerte méas vergonzosa posible.

- Aunque habian escuchado a Jesus hablar de Su resurreccién, dudaban porque ya era el tercer dia y
aun no lo habian visto.

- Pensaban que DIOS no iba a rescatar a Israel. Esperaban un lider politico.

- Probablemente tenian miedo del gobierno romano. La crucifixion era una advertencia para todos
los que seguian a Jesus.

C. éQué aprendemos de estos discipulos?

- Podemos conocer las promesas de Jesus y aun asi dudar de lo parecer ser imposible.

- Podemos pensar que DIOS estd “perdiendo” porque Sus enemigos parecen ganar.

- Podemos querer alejarnos del camino, pero Jesus sale a buscarnos. No nos abandona.

1. JESUS ES REVELADO POR MEDIO DE LAS ESCRITURAS — LUCAS 24:25-35

A. ¢Qué enseiid Jesus a los discipulos?

- Les ensefié que toda la Biblia trata de El. No se trata de nosotros, ni de cédigos secretos, ni solo de
reglas o ser una buena persona. Es SU historia.

- Les ensefi6 que las “sombras” del AT apuntaban a El. El arca de Noé, la escalera de Jacob, el
cordero de la Pascua, el templo, los sacrificios y el sacerdocio.

- Les ensefi6 que figuras como Noé, José, Moisés, David y Salomén apuntaban a El.

- Les ensefid que los profetas hablaron de Su sufrimiento, muerte y resurreccion.

Génesis 50:20 | Ustedes pensaron hacerme mal, pero Dios lo cambié en bien para que sucediera
como vemos hoy, y se preservara la vida de mucha gente.

Salmo 22:15-18 | Como un tiesto se ha secado mi vigor, Y la lengua se me pega al paladar; Me
has puesto en el polvo de la muerte. 16 Porque perros me han rodeado; Me ha cercado cuadrilla
de malhechores; Me horadaron las manos y los pies. 17 Puedo contar todos mis huesos; Ellos me
miran, me observan. 18 Se reparten entre si mis vestidos, Y sobre mi ropa echan suertes.

Salmo 16:9-10 | Por tanto, mi corazén se alegra y mi alma se regocija; También mi carne morara
segura, 10 Porque Tu no abandonaras mi alma en el Seol, Ni permitiras que Tu Santo sufra
corrupcion.

Hebreos 10:11-13 | Ciertamente todo sacerdote esta de pie, dia tras dia, ministrando y
ofreciendo muchas veces los mismos sacrificios, que nunca pueden quitar los pecados. 12 Pero
Cristo, habiendo ofrecido un solo sacrificio por los pecados para siempre, se senté a la diestra de
Dios, 13 esperando de ahi en adelante hasta que Sus enemigos sean puestos por estrado de Sus
pies.

B. ¢ Cual fue la reaccion de los discipulos?

Escucharon esta ensefianza por 3 horas mientras caminaban. No fue una carga para ellos.
- Sus ojos fueron abiertos para reconocerlo. Esto muestra la soberania de DIOS.

- Sus corazones ardian cuando entendieron las Escrituras.

C. éQué aprendemos de este “estudio Biblico” de Jesus?

- Laensefianza correcta de la Biblia produce un ardor de emociones en el corazdn del creyente.
Jesus corrige nuestra manera de pensar para que dejemos de dudar de Su poder.

JesUs quiere que compartamos juntos para animarnos en la fe.

11l. LA MISION COMIENZA — LUCAS 24:36-40, 44-48

A. éQué hizo Jesus cuando aparecio?

- Los saludé con paz, no con miedo.

- Quito sus dudas mostrandoles las marcas de la crucifixién en sus manos, pies, y costado.
- Comid con ellos, mostrando comunién y amistad.

- Lesexplico las Escrituras a los Apostoles para que no dudaran.

- Los envié al mundo a anunciar su victoria.

B. ¢Qué paso después de que Jesus se aparecio?

Lucas 24:49-53 | Por tanto, Yo enviaré sobre ustedes la promesa de Mi Padre; pero ustedes,
permanezcan en la ciudad hasta que sean investidos con poder de lo alto».

50 Entonces Jesus los condujo fuera de la ciudad, hasta cerca de Betania, y alzando Sus manos,
los bendijo. 51 Y acontecié que mientras los bendecia, se separé de ellos y fue llevado arriba al
cielo. 52 Ellos, después de adorar a Jesus, regresaron a Jerusalén con gran gozo, 53 y estaban
siempre en el templo alabando a Dios.

- Jesus prometio el Espiritu Santo, quien después llend a todos los creyentes.

- Jesus recibié adoracién porque El es DIOS.

- Jesus ascendid al cielo en un cuerpo glorificado.

- Sus discipulos han proclamado Su nombre por 2,000 afios.

- Jesus sigue salvando pecadores desde el cielo.
