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“Holiness in the Wilderness”

EQUIP CLASSES

BIG IDEA

Leviticus reveals how a holy GOD dwelt among His people. Numbers shows how GOD led His people, even when they
rebelled, doubted, and complained. Together, these books show the faithfulness of GOD. They show the importance of
holiness, obedience, and faith in GOD’s promises.

IMPORTANT CHARACTERS

e GOD - The Holy Redeemer who dwelt among His people in the Tabernacle. He required holiness and obedience.

e Moses — The mediator between GOD and Israel who delivered His laws, led the people, and interceded for them.

e Aaron — The first high priest of Israel, chosen by GOD to offer sacrifices and represent the people before Him.

e Priests & Levites — Those set apart to serve in the Tabernacle, teach the law, and maintain Israel’s holiness in worship.

e Israel — GOD’s covenant people. They were often rebellious and complained in the wilderness. GOD showed mercy.

o Joshua & Caleb — When twelve spies were sent to see the Promised Land, Joshua and Caleb were the only two spies
who trusted GOD’s promise to give Israel the land. They stood firm against the unbelief of the other ten spies.

o Korah — A Levite who led a rebellion against Moses and Aaron. He rejected GOD’s sovereign decision for leadership.
e Balaam — A pagan prophet (preacher) hired to curse Israel. However, he was compelled by GOD to bless them instead.

IMPORTANT EVENTS

* The Laws of Sacrifice (Lev 1-7) — GOD gave instructions for burnt, grain, peace, sin, and guilt offerings. These sacrifices
showed that sin required atonement. This was the only way sinful people could approach a Holy GOD.

¢ The Priesthood Established (Lev 8-10) — Aaron and his sons were ordained as priests to serve in the Tabernacle. When
Nadab and Abihu offered “strange” fire, GOD struck them down. This showed the importance of holiness and obedience.

¢ The Day of Atonement (Lev 16) — Once a year, the high priest entered the Most Holy Place with blood to atone for Israel’s
sins. A scapegoat carried the people’s sins away; a symbol of forgiveness. This pointed forward to Christ’s final atonement.
¢ Laws for Holiness (Lev 17-27) — GOD gave commands about purity, justice, sexuality, worship, and festivals to guide
Israel’s daily life. These laws taught Israel to reflect His holiness in every part of life. This showed they were to be separate
from the nations.

¢ The Census and Organization of Israel (Num 1-4) — GOD commanded Moses to count the fighting men and organized the
tribes around the Tabernacle. This showed that His presence was at the center of their life. This also revealed that Israel
was His chosen army prepared for war.

¢ The Twelve Spies and Israel’s Unbelief (Num 13-14) — Twelve spies scouted Canaan, but ten gave a fearful report. Israel
rebelled, and GOD condemned that generation to wander for 40 years. This was discipline for their lack of faith.

¢ Korah'’s Rebellion (Num 16) — Korah and his followers challenged Moses and Aaron. GOD judged them by opening the
ground to swallow them. This proved His chosen leaders and warned against rejecting His authority.

¢ Moses Strikes the Rock (Num 20) — When the people complained about having no water, GOD told Moses to speak to a
rock. Instead, Moses struck it in anger, and water flowed out. As a result of his disobedience, Moses was barred from
entering the Promised Land. This showed the importance of obedience.

¢ The Bronze Serpent (Num 21) — When the people grumbled and complained against GOD, He sent fiery serpents as
judgment, and many were bitten and got sick. GOD then told Moses to make a bronze serpent and set it on a pole, and
those who looked at it were healed by faith. It was later destroyed by King Hezekiah as it became an object of idolatry.

¢ Balaam and His Prophecies (Num 22-24) - Balak, king of Moab, hired Balaam to curse Israel, but GOD caused him to
bless them instead. Balaam prophesied a future King who would rise from Israel, pointing to the Messiah. Later, Balaam
gave evil advice to Balak that led Israel into sin. This showed GOD’s sovereignty and man’s free will.




IMPORTANT LOCATIONS

Mount Sinai — Mount Sinai was where GOD gave Israel His law and where the Tabernacle was set up. Today, its exact
location is debated, but many identify it with Jabal Musa in the Sinai Penninsula.

The Tabernacle Camp — Israel camped around the Tabernacle, with the sanctuary at the center and the twelve tribes
arranged in order. This happened in the Sinai wilderness, in what is now the deserts of Egypt and Saudi Arabia.

The Wilderness of Paran — Paran was the desert where Israel camped and sent the twelve spies into Canaan. This
region is in the northern part of the Sinai Peninsula and southern Israel today.

Kadesh-barnea — Kadesh was the place where Israel rebelled after hearing the spies’ report, leading to 40 years of
wandering.

The Plains of Moab — Israel camped here east of the Jordan River, across from Jericho, before entering the Promised
Land. Today, this area is in modern-day Jordan.

UNDERSTANDING THE TABERNACLE ITEMS

Bronze Altar (Ex 27:1-8) — Located in the courtyard, where sacrifices were offered. It symbolized substitution—blood
was shed so sinners could approach GOD.

Bronze Basin (Ex 30:17-21) — A large bowl of water for priests to wash before serving. It reminded Israel that only the
pure can enter GOD’s presence.

Menorah (Ex 25:31-40) — A seven-branched lampstand in the Holy Place. Its light symbolized GOD’s presence,
guidance, and the life He gives His people.

Table of the Bread of the Presence (Ex 25:23-30) — Held twelve loaves of bread, replaced weekly, representing GOD’s
continual fellowship and provision for Israel’s twelve tribes.

Altar of Incense (Ex 30:1-10) — Stood before the veil, where incense was burned daily. The rising smoke pictured
prayers going up to GOD.

The Veil (Ex 26:31-33) — A curtain separating the Holy Place from the Most Holy Place. It symbolized the barrier of sin,
torn apart at Jesus’ death (Matt 27:51).

Ark of the Covenant (Ex 25:10-22) — A gold-covered chest in the Most Holy Place, containing the Ten Commandments,
Aaron’s staff, and manna. It represented GOD’s covenant with His people.

Mercy Seat (Ex 25:17-22) — The golden cover of the Ark, with two cherubim. On the Day of Atonement, blood was
sprinkled here, showing forgiveness and pointing to Jesus’ sacrifice.

THE CONNECTIONS TO JESUS IN LEVITICUS AND NUMBERS

The Bronze Altar — Jesus is the once-for-all sacrifice for sin, making us acceptable before GOD (Hebrews 10:10-12).
The High Priest on the Day of Atonement — Jesus is our great High Priest who entered the true Most Holy Place with
His own blood, securing eternal redemption (Hebrews 9:11-12).

The Mercy Seat — Jesus is where GOD's justice and mercy meet, satisfying wrath and bringing forgiveness (Rom. 3:25).
The Veil — Torn at Jesus’ death, showing that He opened the way into GOD’s presence (Matt. 27:51; Heb. 10:19-20).
The Bronze Serpent (Num 21:4-9) — Just as Israel was healed by looking at the bronze serpent, all who look to Jesus in
faith receive eternal life (John 3:14-15).

QUESTIONS FOR PERSONAL STUDY

Read Leviticus 16. What happened on the Day of Atonement? How does this help us understand Jesus’ sacrifice for us?
Read Leviticus 19:1-18. What do these verses teach us about holiness and love? How do they connect to Jesus’ teaching in
Matthew 22:37-407?

Read Numbers 6:22-27. What does the priestly blessing reveal about GOD’s love for His people? How is this blessing fulfilled
in Christ?

Read Numbers 13-14. How did Israel respond to the spies’ report? What does this teach us about faith and unbelief?

Read Numbers 21:4-9. How did GOD save His people from the serpents? How does this point to Jesus in John 3:14-15?
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CLASES DE EQUIPAR

IDEA PRINCIPAL

Levitico revela cdmo un DIOS santo habitd entre Su pueblo. NUmeros muestra cémo DIOS guid a Su pueblo, incluso cuando ellos
se rebelaron, dudaron y se quejaron. Juntos, estos libros muestran la fidelidad de DIOS. También muestran la importancia de la
santidad, la obediencia y la fe en las promesas de DIOS.

PERSONAIJES IMPORTANTES

¢ DIOS - El Santo Redentor que habité entre Su pueblo en el Tabernaculo. Requeria santidad y obediencia.

* Moisés — El mediador entre DIOS e Israel, quien entregd Sus leyes, lideré al pueblo e intercedié por ellos.

e Aarén — El 1er sumo sacerdote de Israel, escogido por DIOS para ofrecer sacrificios y representar al pueblo delante de El.
® Sacerdotes y Levitas — Apartados para servir en el Tabernaculo, ensefiar la ley y mantener el orden en la adoracién.

e Israel — El pueblo del pacto de DIOS. Eran frecuentemente rebeldes y se quejaban. DIOS mostré misericordia.

¢ Josué y Caleb — Cuando se enviaron doce espias para ver la Tierra Prometida, ellos fueron los Unicos que confiaron en la
promesa de DIOS de dar la tierra a Israel. Se mantuvieron firmes frente a la incredulidad de los otros diez.

e Coré — Un levita que causo una rebelidn contra Moisés y Aarén, rechazando la soberania de DIOS sobre el liderazgo.

e Balaam — Un profeta pagano contratado para maldecir a Israel, pero DIOS lo obligd a bendecirlos.

EVENTOS IMPORTANTES

e Las Leyes del Sacrificio (Lev 1-7) — DIOS dio instrucciones sobre ofrendas de holocausto, grano, paz, pecado y culpa. Estos
sacrificios mostraban que el pecado requeria expiacion. Esta era la Unica manera en que personas pecadoras podian
acercarse a un DIOS santo.

e Establecimiento del Sacerdocio (Lev 8-10) — Aardn y sus hijos fueron ordenados para servir en el Tabernaculo. Cuando
Nadab y Abiu ofrecieron fuego “extrafio”, DIOS los matd. Esto mostro la importancia de la santidad y la obediencia.

¢ El Dia de la Expiacidn (Lev 16) — Una vez al afio, el sumo sacerdote entraba al Lugar Santisimo con sangre para expiar los
pecados de Israel. Un chivo expiatorio llevaba los pecados del pueblo; simbolo de perdén.

e Leyes de Santidad (Lev 17-27) — DIOS dio mandamientos sobre pureza, justicia, sexualidad, adoracidn y festivales para
guiar la vida diaria de Israel. Estas leyes mostraban que Israel debia ser separados de las naciones.

e Censo y Organizacion de Israel (Num 1-4) — DIOS mandd a Moisés contar a los hombres de guerra y organizar las tribus
alrededor del Tabernaculo. Esto mostré que Su presencia estaba en el centro de la vida del pueblo y que Israel era Su
ejército. Deberian ser un ejercito santificado y preparado para la guerra.

¢ Los Doce Espias y la Incredulidad de Israel (Num 13-14) — Diez espias dieron un informe temeroso; Israel se rebeld. DIOS
condend a esa generacidn a vagar 40 afios en el desierto. Esto discipliné su falta de fe.

¢ La Rebelion de Coré (Num 16) — Coré y sus seguidores desafiaron a Moisés y Aaron. DIOS los juzgé abriendo la tierra para
tragarlos. Esto confirmé a los lideres escogidos por El y advirtié a Israel sobre rechazar Su autoridad.

* Moisés Golpea la Roca (Num 20) — Cuando el pueblo se quejaba por la falta de agua, DIOS dijo a Moisés que hablara a la
roca. Moises la golped con enojo y salié agua, pero por su desobediencia, Moisés no pudo entrar en la Tierra Prometida.
Esto mostré la importancia de la obediencia.

e La Serpiente de Bronce (Num 21) — Cuando el pueblo murmuraba contra DIOS, El envi6 serpientes ardientes como juicio y
muchos fueron mordidos y enfermaron. DIOS dijo a Moisés hacer una serpiente de bronce y ponerla en un poste; los que
miraban eran sanados por fe. Mas tarde, fue destruida por el rey Ezequias al convertirse en objeto de idolatria.




e Balaam y Sus Profecias (Num 22-24) — Balac, rey de Moab, contraté a Balaam para maldecir a Israel, pero DIOS lo hizo
bendecirlos. Balaam profetizé un futuro Rey que surgiria de Israel. Luego, Balaam dio consejo maligno a Balac que llevé a
Israel al pecado. Esto mostro la soberania de DIOS y la voluntad humana.

LUGARES IMPORTANTES

* Monte Sinai — Lugar donde DIOS dio la Ley a Israel y se instalé el Tabernaculo; hoy se identifica con Jabal Musa en la
Peninsula del Sinai.

e Campamento del Tabernaculo - Israel acampé alrededor del Tabernaculo, con el santuario en el centro y las doce tribus
organizadas; en el desierto del Sinai, actual Egipto y Arabia Saudita.

¢ Desierto de Paran — Donde se acampd y envid a los 12 espias a Canaan; norte de la Peninsula del Sinai; sur de Israel hoy.
e Cades-barnea — Lugar donde Israel se rebeld tras escuchar a los espias, causando 40 afios de vagar por el desierto.

e Llanuras de Moab — Israel acamp¢ al este del rio Jordan, frente a Jericd, antes de entrar a la Tierra Prometida; hoy en
Jordania.

ENTENDIENDO LOS OBJETOS DEL TABERNACULO

¢ Altar de Bronce (Ex 27:1-8) — Ubicado en el atrio, donde se ofrecian los sacrificios. Simbolizaba la sustitucion: se
derramaba sangre para que los pecadores pudieran acercarse a DIOS.

¢ Lavacro de Bronce (Ex 30:17-21) — Un gran recipiente de agua para que los sacerdotes se lavaran antes de servir.
Recordaba a Israel que solo los puros podian entrar en la presencia de DIOS.

¢ Menora (Ex 25:31-40) — Un candelabro de siete brazos en el Lugar Santo. Su luz simbolizaba la presencia de DIOS, Su guia
y la vida que El da a Su pueblo.

¢ Mesa de los Panes de la “Presencia” (Ex 25:23-30) — Sostenia doce panes, reemplazados cada semana, que
representaban la comunidén continua de DIOS y Su provision para las doce tribus de Israel.

¢ Altar del Incienso (Ex 30:1-10) — Situado delante del velo, donde se quemaba incienso diariamente. El humo ascendente
representaba las oraciones que suben a DIOS.

¢ El Velo (Ex 26:31-33) — Una cortina que separaba el Lugar Santo del Lugar Santisimo. Simbolizaba la barrera del pecado,
que fue rasgada en la muerte de Jesus (Mat. 27:51).

¢ Arca del Pacto (Ex 25:10-22) — Un cofre cubierto de oro en el Lugar Santisimo, que contenia los Diez Mandamientos, la
vara de Aardén y el mana. Representaba el pacto de DIOS con Su pueblo.

¢ Propiciatorio (Ex 25:17-22) — La cubierta de oro del Arca, con dos querubines. En el Dia de la Expiacion se rociaba sangre
alli, mostrando perddén y apuntando al sacrificio de Jesus.

LAS CONEXIONES A JESUS EN LEVITICO Y NUMEROS

* El Altar de Bronce — Jesus es el sacrificio definitivo por el pecado, que nos hace aceptos delante de DIOS (Heb. 10:10-12).

¢ El Sumo Sacerdote en el Dia de la Expiacion — JesuUs es nuestro gran Sumo Sacerdote que entré en el verdadero Lugar Santisimo
con Su propia sangre, asegurando redencion eterna (Hebreos 9:11-12).

* Propiciatorio — Jesus es donde la justicia y misericordia de DIOS se encuentran, satisfaciendo la ira y dando perdén (Rom. 3:25).
* El Velo — Rasgado en la muerte de Jesus, mostrando que El abrié el camino a la presencia de DIOS (Mat. 27:51; Heb. 10:19-20).

¢ La Serpiente de Bronce (Num. 21:4-9) — Asi como Israel fue sanado al mirar la serpiente de bronce, todos los que miran a Jesus
con fe reciben vida eterna (Juan 3:14-15).
