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Malachi has shown us that GOD values relationship over dead religion. We have seen Him
confront corrupt priests, unfaithful husbands, and people who valued money more than Him. Over
and over, GOD exposed empty worship and called His people back to Himself.

Today, we see something different. GOD now speaks to those who had trusted in Him,
living in the middle of a crooked and sinful generation. The OT reminds us of men and women who
lived among rebels yet still walked faithfully with GOD. Genesis 5:21-24 | “Enoch was 65 years old
when he fathered Methuselah. 22 And after he fathered Methuselah, Enoch walked with God 300
years and fathered other sons and daughters. 23 So Enoch’s life lasted 365 years. 24 Enoch walked
with God; then he was not there because God took him.” Faithful people have been rejected and
forgotten by the rebellious world around them. In the same way, we can feel forgotten. We may try
to serve GOD faithfully, yet feel forgotten by GOD because of the sin around us. But today, GOD
reminds us that He has not forgotten His people. Let’s read.

. HARSH WORDS AGAINST GOD — MALACHI 3:13-15
A. What did most of Israel say about GOD?
I. They said it was useless to serve Him. Keeping His law was burdensome to them.

- They saw other religions and gods and compared GOD to them.
Il. They said they gained nothing by “repenting”.

- They hadn’t done it from the heart. Tears without change is not repentance.

- Rather than use the time to truly break, they just wanted discipline to be over quickly.
IIl. They said GOD was an unfair and incompetent Judge.

- They thought He let sinners go or that they could escape His sight.
Nahum 1:3 | The Lord is slow to anger but great in power; the Lord will never leave the guilty
unpunished. His path is in the whirlwind and storm, and clouds are the dust beneath his feet.
IV. This broke the “Father-heart” of GOD.
Genesis 6:5-6 | When the Lord saw that human wickedness was widespread on the earth and
that every inclination of the human mind was nothing but evil all the time, 6 the Lord regretted
that he had made man on the earth, and he was deeply grieved.

B. How can we be harsh toward GOD?
I. When we reduce obedience to a transaction.

- Expecting blessings in return instead of loving Him.

- Serving GOD brings us joy because we love our Father.

- Yes, blessings come, but not how we always expect. Not always financially.
James 1:12 | Blessed is the one who endures trials, because when he has stood the test he will
receive the crown of life that God has promised to those who love him.
Il. When we think GOD has failed us.

- GOD is unchanging and His promises come true, in His time, in His ways.

- GOD hasn’t failed, sometimes we believe promises He did not make.
Jeremiah 14:14 | “These prophets are prophesying a lie in my name. | did not send them, nor did
| command them or speak to them. They are prophesying to you a false vision, worthless
divination, the deceit of their own minds.

- Hardship refines us and teaches us to trust His power and sovereignty.

- We must remember Jesus who suffered too; willingly. That didn’t mean He failed!
IIl. When we speak more about our frustrations than about His past and present faithfulness.
Philippians 2:14-15 | Do everything without grumbling and arguing, 15 so that you may be
blameless and pure, children of God who are faultless in a crooked and perverted generation,
among whom you shine like stars in the world,

1l. GOD REMEMBERS THOSE WHO FEAR HIM — MALACHI 3:16
A. Who were the “remnant” of Israel?
I. Those who feared GOD when the entire nation chose not to.
- Others’ failures are not an excuse! We each will give an account to GOD.
- They kept themselves “unstained” from the sins of others.
- Because of the sake of His remnant, He did not destroy them.
Il. Those who sought other “GOD-fearers” to seek GOD together and feed their souls.
- They were hungry for truth and The Word and holiness.
- We're not told what they said to each other, but that means they prayed together.
IIl. GOD had a “book of remembrance” with their names in it.
- The Bible describes GOD’s record of our deeds.
Ecclesiastes 12:14 | For God will bring every act to judgment, including every hidden thing,
whether good or evil.

B. How do we “fear” GOD today?
I. By honoring Him in our thoughts, Words, and actions (LIVE LIKE JESUS).
1. By remaining faithful even when it is difficult.
- We will be tempted to sin like the rest. This is the test of our faith.
IIl. By surrounding ourselves with others who take GOD seriously.
Psalm 119:62-63 | | rise at midnight to thank you for your righteous judgments. 63 | am a friend
to all who fear you, to those who keep your precepts.

Ill. THE RIGHTEOUS AND THE WICKED — MALACHI 3:17-18
A. What would GOD do for His “remnant”?
|. GOD claimed them as His own “possession” or personal hidden treasure.
- The Hebrew word for “possession” is 220 or “segullah” which is translated as “jewel”.
Il. GOD showed them compassion on THE DAY.
- This could mean the FINAL DAY of Judgement, or a future day of suffering.

B. What will Jesus do for us?

I. Jesus saves us and claims us as His possession. He calls us sons and daughters of GOD.

II. Jesus shows us mercy not judgment. We were wicked, He was righteous. He saved us.

I1l. Jesus will return to judge the world and separate the righteous from the wicked.

Matthew 24:30-31 | ...they will see the Son of Man coming on the clouds of heaven with power
and great glory. 31 He will send out his angels with a loud trumpet, and they will gather his elect
from the four winds, from one end of the sky to the other.

CLOSING THOUGHTS

Even when it feels like following GOD is hard and unnoticed, He sees everything. Every act
of faithfulness, every moment of obedience, every time you choose Him over sin. It’s not in vain.
While the world may overlook us, GOD remembers us and calls us His treasured possession.

So don’t get discouraged. The day is coming when GOD will make a clear distinction
between the righteous and the wicked. What seems confusing now will be made right. If you
belong to Christ, you are not forgotten. You are known, remembered, and loved. Stay faithful. Fear
GOD. Trust that He will honor those who honor Him. He did that with Enoch, as we read in the
beginning in the OT. Let’s read what the NT had to say about Enoch. Hebrews 11:5-6 | By faith
Enoch was taken away, and so he did not experience death. He was not to be found because God
took him away. For before he was taken away, he was approved as one who pleased God. 6 Now
without faith it is impossible to please God, since the one who draws near to him must believe
that he exists and that he rewards those who seek him.
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Malaquias nos ha mostrado que DIOS valora la relacién por encima de la religion muerta.
Hemos visto cdmo confrontd a sacerdotes corruptos, a esposos infieles y a personas que valoraban el
dinero mas que a El. Una y otra vez, DIOS expuso una adoracién vacia y llamé a Su pueblo a volver a El.

Hoy vemos algo diferente. DIOS ahora habla a aquellos que habian confiado en El, viviendo en
medio de una generacidn torcida y pecaminosa. El AT nos recuerda de hombres y mujeres que vivieron
entre los incrédulos y aun asi caminaron fielmente con DIOS. Génesis 5:21-24 | “Enoc vivié 65 afios, y fue
padre de Matusalén. 22 Enoc anduvo con Dios 300 aiios después de haber engendrado a Matusalén, y
tuvo otros hijos e hijas. 23 El total de los dias de Enoc fue de 365 afios. 24 Y Enoc anduvo con Dios, y
desaparecié porque Dios se lo llevd.” Personas fieles han sido rechazadas y olvidadas por el mundo
malvado que las rodea. De la misma manera, nosotros podemos sentirnos olvidados. Podemos intentar
servir a DIOS fielmente, y aun asi sentirnos olvidados por DIOS al ver el pecado a nuestro alrededor. Pero
hoy, DIOS nos recuerda que El no ha olvidado a Su pueblo. Leamos.

1. PALABRAS DURAS CONTRA DIOS — MALAQUIAS 3:13-15
A. ¢Qué decia la mayoria de Israel acerca de DIOS?
I. Decian que era inutil servirle. Guardar Su ley era una carga para ellos.

- Veian otras religiones y otros dioses y comparaban a DIOS con ellos.
1. Decian que no ganaban nada al “arrepentirse”.

- No lo hacian de corazén. Lagrimas sin cambio no es arrepentimiento.

- En vez de usar el tiempo para quebrantarse verdaderamente, solo querian que la disciplina
terminara rapido. Que el castigo de cautiverio pasara rapido.
IIl. Decian que DIOS era un Juez injusto e incompetente.

- Pensaban que dejaba ir a los pecadores o que podian escapar de Su mirada.
Nahum 1:3 | El Sefior es lento para la ira y grande en poder, Y ciertamente el Sefior no dejara sin
castigo al culpable. En el torbellino y la tempestad esta Su camino, Y las nubes son el polvo de Sus pies.
IV. Esto quebro el “corazén de Padre” de DIOS.
Génesis 6:5-6 | El Sefior vio que era mucha la maldad de los hombres en la tierra, y que toda intencion
de los pensamientos de su corazon era solo hacer siempre el mal. 6 Y al Seiior le pes6 haber hecho al
hombre en la tierra, y sintio tristeza en Su corazén.

B. ¢Como podemos ser crueles con DIOS?
I. Cuando tratamos la obediencia como un intercambio o como una oportunidad para negociar.

- Esperando bendiciones en vez de hacerlo por amor a El.

- Servir a DIOS nos trae gozo porque amamos a nuestro Padre.

- Si, vienen bendiciones, pero no siempre como esperamos. No siempre son financieras.
Santiago 1:12 | Bienaventurado el hombre que persevera bajo la prueba, porque una vez que ha sido
aprobado, recibira la corona de la vida que el Sefior ha prometido a los que lo aman.
II. Cuando pensamos que DIOS nos ha fallado.

- DIOS no cambia y Sus promesas se cumplen, en Su tiempo y a Su manera.

- DIOS no ha fallado; a veces creemos promesas que El nunca hizo.
Jeremias 14:14 | Entonces el Sefior me dijo: «Los profetas profetizan mentira en Mi nombre. Yo no los
he enviado, ni les he dado dérdenes, ni les he hablado. Ellos les estan profetizando visiones falsas,
adivinaciones, vanidades y engafos de sus propios corazones.

- Las dificultades nos refinan y nos ensefian a confiar en Su poder y soberania.

- Debemos recordar a Jesus, quien también sufrid voluntariamente. jEso no significa que El
haya fallado!
IIl. Cuando hablamos mas de nuestras quejas o frustraciones que de Su fidelidad pasada y presente.
Filipenses 2:14-15 | Hagan todas las cosas sin murmuraciones ni discusiones, 15 para que sean
irreprensibles y sencillos, hijos de Dios sin tacha en medio de una generacidn torcida y perversa, en
medio de la cual ustedes resplandecen como luminares en el mundo,

1. DIOS RECUERDA A LOS QUE LE TEMEN — MALAQUIAS 3:16
A. éQuiénes eran el “remanente” de Israel?
I. Aquellos que temian a DIOS cuando toda la nacién decidié no hacerlo.
- iLos fracasos de otros no son excusa! Cada uno dara cuentas a DIOS.
- Se guardaron “sin mancha” de los pecados de otros.
- Por causa de Su remanente, El no los destruyo.
1. Aquellos que buscaban a otros “temerosos de DIOS” para buscar a DIOS juntos y alimentar sus almas.
- Tenian hambre de la verdad, de la Palabra y de la santidad.
- No se nos dice de qué hablaban, pero eso implica que oraban juntos.
Il. DIOS tenia un “libro de memoria” con sus nombres.
- La Biblia describe que DIOS lleva registro de nuestras obras.
Eclesiastés 12:14 | Porque Dios traera toda obra a juicio, Junto con todo lo oculto, Sea bueno o sea
malo.

B. ¢Como “tememos” a DIOS hoy?
I. Honrandolo en nuestros pensamientos, palabras y acciones (VIVIR COMO JESUS).
Il. Permaneciendo fieles aun cuando es dificil.
- Seremos tentados a pecar como los demds. Esta es la prueba de nuestra fe.
IIl. Rodeandonos de otros que toman en serio a DIOS.
Salmo 119:62-63 | A medianoche me levantaré para dar gracias a Ti Por Tus justas ordenanzas. 63
Compaiiero soy de todos los que te temen, Y de los que guardan Tus preceptos.

11l. LOS JUSTOS Y LOS IMPiOS — MALAQUIAS 3:17-18
A. ¢Qué haria DIOS por Su “remanente”?
I. DIOS los reclamaria como Su “posesion” o tesoro especial.
- La palabra hebrea para “posesién” es n720 o “segullah”, que se traduce como “joya”.
I1. DIOS tendria compasién de ellos en AQUEL DIA.
- Esto puede referirse al DIA final del juicio, o a un dia futuro de castigo sobre Israel.

B. ¢éQué hara Jesus por nosotros?

I. Jesus nos salva y nos reclama como Su posesion. Nos llama hijos e hijas de DIOS.

I1. Jestis nos muestra misericordia y no juicio. Nosotros somos impios, El es justo. El nos salvé.

II. Jesus regresard para juzgar al mundo y separar a los justos de los impios.

Mateo 24:30-31 | ...y veran al Hijo del Hombre que viene sobre las nubes del cielo con poder y gran
gloria. 31 Y El enviara a Sus dngeles con una gran trompeta y reuniran a Sus escogidos de los cuatro
vientos, desde un extremo de los cielos hasta el otro.

PENSAMIENTOS FINALES

Aun cuando parece que seguir a DIOS es dificil y pasa desapercibido, El lo ve todo. Cada acto de
fidelidad, cada momento de obediencia, cada vez que lo escoges a El sobre el pecado, no es en vano.
Aunque el mundo nos olvide, DIOS nos recuerda y nos llama Su posesion especial.

Asi que no te desanimes. Viene el dia cuando DIOS hara una clara distincion entre los justos y
los impios. Lo que ahora parece confuso sera aclarado. Si perteneces a Cristo, no estas olvidado. Eres
conocido, recordado y amado. Permanece fiel. Teme a DIOS. Confia en que El honraré a los que le honran.
Asi lo hizo con Enoc, como leimos al principio en el AT. Veamos lo que dice el NT acerca de Enoc. Hebreos
11:5-6 | Por la fe Enoc fue trasladado al cielo para que no viera muerte; y no fue hallado porque Dios lo
traslado; porque antes de ser trasladado recibio testimonio de haber agradado a Dios. 6 Y sin fe es
imposible agradar a Dios. Porque es necesario que el que se acerca a Dios crea que El existe, y que
recompensa a los que lo buscan.

They judged GOD as unfair because godless nations
seemed to prosper. Their words revealed hearts that were cruel, prideful, and blind to their own
sin. Instead of showing gratitude, they were judging the GREAT JUDGE.
