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GOD calls His people to abandon dead religion and return to Him in true worship. Jesus
said in John 4:23-24 | “But an hour is coming, and is now here, when the true worshipers will
worship the Father in Spirit and in truth. Yes, the Father wants such people to worship him. God
is spirit, and those who worship him must worship in Spirit and in truth.” In the OT, worship
(Hebrew: shachah) means to bow down in surrender and reverence. In the NT worship
(Greek: proskuned) means to kiss the ground in adoration of a superior. Worship is a complete
surrender expressed through personal obedience. In his book Real Worship, Warren Wiersbe
defines worship like this: “Worship is the believer’s response of all that [GOD] is—mind,
emotions, will, and body—to all that God is and says and does...It is a loving response that is...by
the fear of the Lord...” (Wiersbe, W., Real Worship, Oliver Nelson, 1986, p. 27).

Today we will learn that GOD sees marriage as an act of worship. In Malachi’s day, the
priests were unfaithful, and now the people were breaking their marriage covenant with their
spouses. Their broken marriages exposed their broken worship. Let’s read GOD’s rebuke.

I. REJECTING GOD’S HOLINESS — MALACHI 2:10-12

A. How did they defile GOD’s Temple?

They rejected the faith their faithful ancestors had fought to preserve. Like their priests, they
offered detestable worship through unclean animals, and this showed how unclean their own
hearts were. Their religion became cold and mechanical, outwardly active but inwardly far from
GOD. Unfaithful leadership produced unfaithful people. Says Isaiah 9:16 | The leaders of the
people mislead them, and those they mislead are swallowed up. When those in leadership
positions reject holiness, others follow their footsteps into compromise, as we learned previously.

B. Why was it wrong to marry foreign women?

They became one with women who continued to worship false gods. This wasn’t about racism, it
was about “who is the final authority” over their lives. Compromising in marriage would inevitably
lead to spiritual compromise in their worship of GOD. Scripture had already shown this pattern in
the life of King Solomon, whose many pagan wives turned his heart away from GOD. We read
about this in 1 Kings 11:4,6 | “When Solomon was old, his wives turned his heart away to follow
other gods. He was not wholeheartedly devoted to the Lord his God, as his father David had
been...6 Solomon did what was evil in the Lord’s sight, and unlike his father David, he did not
remain loyal to the Lord.” This was also present in the life of Ahab and in the influence of Jezebel,
who promoted idolatry in Israel, and even persecuted the Prophets.

C. What does this teach us about holiness in marriage?

Marriage is a sacred covenant before GOD. It is an act of worship. Believers are not to unite
themselves spiritually with those who reject Jesus, as Scripture warns in 2 Corinthians 6:14-16 |
Do not be yoked together with those who do not believe. For what partnership is there between
righteousness and lawlessness? Or what fellowship does light have with darkness? 15 What
agreement does Christ have with Belial? Or what does a believer have in common with an
unbeliever? 16 And what agreement does the temple of God have with idols? For we are the
temple of the living God... Even who we marry is a matter of holiness before GOD. We can worship
GOD by choosing a believer to marry and build a life with, practicing obedience to Him, together.

Il. EMPTY TEARS, WORTHLESS SACRIFICES — MALACHI 2:13-15a
A. Why were they weeping in the Temple?

The people were “flooding” the altar with tears because GOD had rejected their worship. Their
offerings, prayers, and emotional displays meant nothing while they lived in marital unfaithfulness.
They wondered why their lives were not prospering; why their families, work, and stability were
struggling. They failed to connect their suffering with their disobedience. Scripture makes this
principle clear in Proverbs 28:9 | Anyone who turns his ear away from hearing the law—even his
prayer is detestable. GOD is not impressed by outward activity when the heart is rebellious.

B. How did they break their marriage covenant?

They broke covenant first in their hearts. They lusted after godless women, entertaining lust in
their eyes, minds, and then bodies long before divorce occurred. They abandoned the wives of
their youth; the women who had shared their lives, struggles, and joys. They broke the vows made
before GOD, ignoring the holiness of The One who joined them together. Taking advantage of a
corrupt system where divorce certificates were easily given, they discarded faithful wives to pursue
younger pagan women. What they treated casually, GOD called treachery or evil and detestable.

C. What does this teach us about divorce?

Infidelity begins internally before it becomes external. The breakdown of marriage starts in the
heart. And this treachery then, like the Israelites of Malachi’s time, has consequences. The NT says
in 1 Peter 3:7 | Husbands, in the same way, live with your wives in an understanding way, as with
a weaker partner, showing them honor as coheirs of the grace of life, so that your prayers will
not be hindered. How we treat our spouse affects our relationship with GOD. GOD is a champion of
justice. He confronts and disciplines covenant breakers. But He is also a defender of the wounded
and abandoned. He is near to those who were betrayed. Scripture teaches that divorce was never
GOD’s command. Jesus taught that divorce was permitted because of men’s hard hearts. It was
only barely allowed in cases of adultery or abandonment. Malachi reminds us that divorce is never
something to be taken lightly. It is something profound that GOD takes very seriously.

11l. THE CONSEQUENCES OF UNFAITHULNESS — MALACHI 2:15b-16

A. How did their children suffer the consequences?

Their kids grew up with divorced parents, facing pain, confusion, and divided loyalties. They
weren’t being raised in the ways of the LORD, which made it more likely they would reject Him and
live in sin later on. Lastly, the nation’s future was in jeopardy. Would there be more Israelites?

B. How did GOD view these divorced men?

GOD saw them as shameful for bringing dishonor to their family lines. They were criminals, guilty of
breaking His laws and treating their wives unfairly. GOD declared them evil for abandoning faithful
women and causing pain through their unfaithfulness. The consequence of adultery? Death.

C. How can we honor marriage today?

We honor marriage by celebrating it and defending it. We reject worldly ideas of marriage, or bad
advice from those who are bitter due to their choices or bad experiences. Singles pursue marriage
wisely, following Biblical guidance for finding a spouse — never alone, but in community. If we are
married, we choose to raise GOD-fearing children to value Jesus more than they value sports,
movies, or worldly culture. We also show grace to those who were abandoned and to children of
divorce. We remind them that GOD fights for them. We must continually preach against the
detestable sins of adultery, lust, fornication, so-called marriage that goes against GOD’s will, and
we preach against divorce. We must preach that marriage is a gift from GOD and we must treat it
with respect because marriage reflects Jesus’ own holiness and faithfulness to His Church as we
read in Ephesians 5:31-32 | For this reason a man will leave his father and mother and be joined



to his wife, and the two will become one flesh. 32 This mystery is profound, but | am talking about
Christ and the church.

CLOSING THOUGHTS:

I. GOD hates divorce but offers mercy.

- For those who were cheated on and are broken.

- For those who ruined their marriage and are repentant.

- For the children of divorce. (Psalm 68:5 | God in his holy dwelling is a father of the fatherless
and a champion of widows.)

- For those ready to quit, ready to divorce. He empowers us, through His Spirit, to have a new
marriage, with the same spouse:

Ephesians 5:22-28 | Wives, submit to your husbands as to the Lord, 23 because the husband is the
head of the wife as Christ is the head of the church. He is the Savior of the body. 2 Now as the
church submits to Christ, so also wives are to submit to their husbands in everything.

25 Husbands, love your wives, just as Christ loved the church and gave himself for her 26 to make
her holy, cleansing her with the washing of water by the word. 27 He did this to present the
church to himself in splendor, without spot or wrinkle or anything like that, but holy and
blameless. 28 In the same way, husbands are to love their wives as their own bodies. He who
loves his wife loves himself.

Il. Divorce and unfaithfulness lead us to seek The Faithful Groom: Jesus.

Where the men of the Israel failed, Jesus did not fail.

1. They mixed with other gods — Jesus remained faithful to The One GOD, His Father.

2. They abandoned their wives — Jesus never abandons His Bride, the Church.

3. They were rejected due to unfaithfulness — Jesus was accepted by The Father. He was faithful.
4. They were clothed in injustice — Jesus is clothed in righteousness and gives it to us.

Ill. When The Church - the Bride of Christ - fails, GOD pursues.

We read about the failure of GOD’s Bride in:
Hosea 2:13 | ... She put on her rings and her jewelry and followed her lovers, but she forgot me...

We read about GOD'’s pursuit of His unfaithful Bride in:

Hosea 2:19-20 | will take you to be my wife forever. | will take you to be my wife in
righteousness, justice, love, and compassion. 20| will take you to be my wife in faithfulness, and
you will know the Lord.

We read about GOD'’s forgiveness for His unfaithful Bride in:

Hosea 2:23 | ... and I will have compassion on Lo-ruhamah [meaning: deserves no compassion]; |
will say to Lo-ammi [meaning: not my people]: You are my people, and [they] will say, “You are
my God.”

If your heart has strayed, your marriage is broken, or you feel far from GOD, come to Jesus, the
Faithful Groom, who restores, forgives, and leads His Bride into holiness and eternal life.
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DIOS llama a Su pueblo a abandonar la religién muerta y volver a El en verdadera
adoracidn. Jesus dijo en Juan 4:23-24 | “Pero la hora viene, y ahora es, cuando los verdaderos
adoradores adoraran al Padre en espiritu y en verdad; porque ciertamente a los tales el Padre
busca que lo adoren. 24 Dios es espiritu, y los que lo adoran deben adorar en espiritu y en
verdad».” En el AT, adoracidon (hebreo: shachah) significa inclinarse con sumision y reverencia. En
el NT, adoracion (griego: proskuned) significa “besar el suelo” en adoracién a un superior. Adorar
es una entrega completa expresada mediante obediencia. Warren Wiersbe en su libro Real
Worship define la adoracidn asi: “La adoracion es la respuesta del creyente con todo lo que es—
mente, emociones, voluntad y cuerpo—a todo lo que DIOS es, dice y hace... Es una respuesta
amorosa...por el temor del Sefor...” (Wiersbe, W., Real Worship, Oliver Nelson, 1986, p. 27).

Hoy aprenderemos que DIOS ve el matrimonio como un acto de adoracidon. En tiempos
de Malaquias, los sacerdotes eran infieles, y ahora el pueblo rompia su pacto matrimonial. Sus
matrimonios rotos reflejaban sus corazones frios. Leamos la reprensién de DIOS.

. RECHAZANDO LA SANTIDAD DE DIOS — Malaquias 2:10-12

A. {Como profanaron el templo de DIOS?

Rechazaron la fe que sus antepasados fieles habian trabajado para preservar. Como sus sacerdotes,
ofrecian sacrificios impuros, mostrando la impureza de sus propios corazones. Su religion se volvid
fria y mecanica, activa por fuera pero lejos de DIOS por dentro. El liderazgo infiel producia un
pueblo infiel. Como dice Isaias 9:16 | “Porque los que guian a este pueblo /o extravian.

Y los guiados por ellos son confundidos.” Cuando personas en posiciones de liderazgo rechazan la
santidad, otros siguen sus pasos hacia la desobediencia, como aprendimos antes.

B. éPor qué estaba mal casarse con mujeres extranjeras?

Se unian a mujeres que adoraban a otros dioses. Esto no era cuestion de “racismo”, sino de “quién
tiene la autoridad final” sobre sus vidas. El ignorar las convicciones espirituales para casarse con
mujeres extranjeres los llevo a abandonar sus convicciones espirituales para con DIOS. La Escritura
ya mostraba este patron en la vida del rey Salomén, cuyas muchas esposas paganas desviaron su
corazén de DIOS. Leemos en 1 Reyes 11:4,6 | “Porque cuando Salomén ya era viejo, sus mujeres
desviaron su corazon tras otros dioses, y su corazén no estuvo dedicado por completo al Sefior su
Dios, como habia estado el corazon de David su padre... 6 Salomdn hizo lo malo a los ojos

del Seiior, y no siguié plenamente al Sefior, como /o habia seguido su padre David.” Esto también
se vio en la influencia de Acab y Jezabel, que promovieron la idolatria y persiguieron a los profetas.

C. ¢Qué nos ensefia esto sobre la santidad en el matrimonio?

El matrimonio es un pacto sagrado ante DIOS. Es un acto de adoracién. Los creyentes no deben
unirse espiritualmente con quienes rechazan a Jesus, como advierte la Escritura en 2 Corintios
6:14-16 | “No estén unidos en yugo desigual con los incrédulos, pues équé asociacion tienen la
justicia y la iniquidad? ¢O qué comunidn la luz con las tinieblas? 15 ¢ 0 qué armonia tiene Cristo
con Belial? {0 qué tiene en comun un creyente con un incrédulo? 16 ¢0 qué acuerdo tiene el
templo de Dios con los idolos? Porque nosotros somos el templo del Dios vivo,” Incluso con quién
nos casamos es un asunto de santidad ante DIOS. Podemos adorar a DIOS eligiendo una esposa /
un esposo creyente y construyendo una vida obedeciendo a DIOS juntos.

Il. LAGRIMAS VACIAS, SACRIFICIOS INUTILES — Malaquias 2:13-15a
A. ¢Por qué lloraban en el templo?

El pueblo “llenaba” el altar de lagrimas porque DIOS habia rechazado su adoracion. Sus ofrendas,
oraciones y emociones no valian nada mientras vivian en infidelidad matrimonial. Se preguntaban
por qué sus vidas no prosperaban; por qué sus familias, trabajos y estabilidad sufrian. No
conectaban su sufrimiento con la desobediencia. La Escritura lo deja claro en Proverbios 28:9 | “Al
que aparta su oido para no oir la ley, Su oraciéon también es abominacion.” DIOS no queda
impresionado por actividad externa cuando el corazén es rebelde.

B. ¢Como rompieron su pacto matrimonial?

Primero rompieron el pacto en su corazén. Codiciaban mujeres paganas. Tenian lujuria en sus ojos,
en su mente y luego en su cuerpo antes de divorciarse. Abandonaron a sus esposas de juventud, las
que compartieron su vida y alegrias. Rompieron los votos ante DIOS, ignorando la santidad de
Quien los unié. Se aprovechaban del sistema corrupto donde el divorcio era facil. Abandonaron a
esposas fieles por mujeres jovenes paganas. Lo que veian como bien, DIOS llamé traicién y
abominacién.

C. ¢Qué nos ensefia sobre el divorcio?

La infidelidad comienza en el corazén antes de manifestarse afuera. La ruptura del matrimonio
inicia por dentro primero. Esta traicidon, como en los tiempos de Malaquias, tiene consecuencias. El
NT dice en 1 Pedro 3:7 | “Ustedes, maridos, igualmente, convivan de manera comprensiva con
sus mujeres, como con un vaso mas fragil, puesto que es mujer, dandole honor por ser heredera
como ustedes de la gracia de la vida, para que sus oraciones no sean estorbadas.” Cémo tratamos
a nuestro cényuge afecta nuestra relacion con DIOS. DIOS defiende la justicia, confronta y corrige a
los que quiebran su pacto, y protege a los heridos y abandonados. El divorcio nunca fue el mandato
de DIOS; Jesus enseiid que se permitia por dureza de corazén, solo por adulterio o abandono.
Malaquias nos muestra que el divorcio nunca debe ser tomado a la ligera, sino muy en serio porque
DIOS lo toma muy en serio.

11l. LAS CONSECUENCIAS DE LA INFIDELIDAD — Malaquias 2:15b-16

A. {Como sufrieron sus hijos?

Sus hijos crecieron con padres divorciados, enfrentando dolor, confusion y lealtades divididas. No
eran instruidos en los caminos del SENOR. Esto aumentaba la probabilidad de rechazar a DIOS y
vivir en pecado. También, el futuro de la nacidn estaba en riesgo: éhabria mas israelitas fieles?

B. ¢Como veia DIOS a estos hombres divorciados?

DIOS los consideraba vergonzosos por deshonrar su linaje. Eran culpables de romper Sus leyes y
tratar injustamente a sus esposas. DIOS los declaré malvados por abandonar mujeres fieles y
causar tanto sufrimiento por su infidelidad. La consecuencia del adulterio: la muerte.

C. ¢Como podemos honrar el matrimonio hoy?

Honramos el matrimonio celebrandolo y defendiéndolo. Rechazamos ideas mundanas y consejos
dafiinos de quienes viven en amargura por sus decisiones o malas experiencias. Los solteros buscan
el matrimonio con sabiduria, siguiendo la guia biblica para elegir pareja, nunca solos, siempre en
comunidad. Si estamos casados, criamos hijos que teman a DIOS y valoren mas a Jesus que a los
deportes, el cine o al mundo. Mostramos gracia a los abandonados y a los hijos de divorcio,
recordandoles que DIOS pelea por ellos. Predicamos contra adulterio, lujuria, fornicacién,
matrimonios contrarios a la voluntad de DIOS y predicamos en contra del divorcio. El matrimonio
es un regalo de DIOS y debemos respetarlo, reflejando la santidad y fidelidad de Jesus a Su Iglesia,
como leemos en Efesios 5:31-32 | “Por esto el hombre dejara a su padre y a su madre, y se unira



a su mujer, y los dos seran una sola carne. 32 Grande es este misterio, pero hablo con referencia a
Cristo y a la iglesia.

28 Asi deben también los maridos amar a sus mujeres, como a sus propios
cuerpos. El que ama a su mujer, a si mismo se ama.”

Il. El divorcio y la infidelidad nos llevan a buscar al Esposo Fiel: Jesus
Donde los hombres de Israel fallaron, Jesus no fallé.
1. Ellos se mezclaron con otros dioses — Jests permanecié fiel al Unico DIOS, Su Padre.
2. Ellos abandonaron a sus esposas — Jesus nunca abandona a Su Nowvia, la Iglesia.
3. Ellos fueron rechazados por infidelidad — Jesus fue aceptado por el Padre; El es fiel.
4. Ellos estaban vestidos de iniquidad — Jesus esta vestido de justicia y nos la da a nosotros.

lll. Cuando la Iglesia, la Esposa de Cristo, falla, DIOS la persigue

La esposa de DIOS falla:

Oseas 2:13 | “... se adornaba con sus zarcillos y joyas, Y se iba tras sus amantes, y se olvidaba de
Mi»...”

DIOS persigue a su esposa infiel:

Oseas 2:19-20 | “...»Te desposaré conmigo para siempre; Si, te desposaré conmigo en justicia y
en derecho, En misericordia y en compasion; 2° Te desposaré conmigo en fidelidad, Y tu
conoceras al Sefior.

DIOS perdona a su esposa infiel:
Oseas 2:23 | “...Y tendré compasion de la que no recibié compasion, Y diré al que no era Mi
pueblo: “Tu eres Mi pueblo”, Y él dira: “Tu eres mi Dios”».”

Si tu corazoén se ha alejado, tu matrimonio estd roto o te sientes lejos de DIOS, ven a Jesus, el
Esposo Fiel, quien restaura, perdona y guia a Su Esposa hacia santidad y vida eterna.

Yet He also shows mercy to the
broken. Marriage reflects CHRIST’s perfect, faithful, and unfailing love for His Church. Even
when we fail, He remains faithful.
