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Spiritual Disciplines are intentional actions we do that GOD uses to make us more like
Jesus. Throughout this series, we have been learning that following Jesus is not just about what we
believe, but how we live. We have looked at how Jesus lived in constant prayer to GOD the Father,
how He meditated daily on Scripture, and how He was deeply connected to His community. All of
these disciplines help us grow but also have another purpose. The Spiritual Disciplines help us to
accomplish the mission GOD has given each of us as Christians and all of us together as a church.
Listen to what “The Mission” is according to Andy Johnson from his book titled “Missions”, “The
Church...should labor to fulfill its unique mission to guard the gospel, proclaim the gospel, and
disciple those who respond in repentance and faith to the gospel. If our churches fail at that
mission, no matter what other good things we do, we will have failed...”

Today, as we conclude this series, we focus on Living on Mission Like Jesus. Jesus was
sent by the Father to this world with a clear mission: to seek and save the lost. To live like Jesus
means we do not avoid the world or pretend it’s not there. Instead, we engage it with truth, love,
and urgency so they can be reconciled to GOD. Let’s learn how Jesus lived on Mission.

. HOW DID JESUS LIVE ON MISSION? (JESUS’ EXAMPLE)
He took advantage of each day as he traveled, ate, talked, and healed. All on mission.

JESUS PREACHED REPENTANCE AND FAITH
At the beginning. Mark 1:14-15 | Jesus went to Galilee, proclaiming the good news of God: 15 “The
time is fulfilled, and the kingdom of God has come near. Repent and believe the good news!

JESUS HAD COMPASSION ON THE LOST AND SINFUL

When a sinful woman approached Jesus, He responded with grace. - Luke 7:37-38, 47,50 | And a
woman in the town who was a sinner found out that Jesus was reclining at the table... 38 and stood
behind him at his feet, weeping, and began to wash his feet with her tears. She wiped his feet with
her hair, kissing them and anointing them with the perfume...47 Therefore | tell you, her many sins
have been forgiven; that’s why she loved much. But the one who is forgiven little, loves little.”

48 Then he said to her, “Your sins are forgiven.”...50 ...“Your faith has saved you. Go in peace.”

JESUS WAS READY IN SEASON AND OUT OF SEASON

Even when Jesus planned rest, He showed compassion. - Mark 6:31-34 | He said to them, “Come
away by yourselves to a remote place and rest for a while.” For many people were coming and
going, and they did not even have time to eat. 32So they went away in the boat by themselves to a
remote place, 33 but many saw them leaving and recognized them, and they ran on foot from all the
towns and arrived ahead of them. 3¢ When he went ashore, he saw a large crowd and had
compassion on them, because they were like sheep without a shepherd. Then he began to teach
them many things.

JESUS SENT HIS DISCIPLES OUT TO ACCOMPLISH THE MISSION

Jesus sent out missionaries. - Luke 10:1, 5-6 | “After this, the Lord appointed seventy-two others and
sent them ahead of him in pairs...5 Whatever house you enter, first say, ‘Peace to this household.’ §If a
person of peace is there, your peace will rest on him; but if not, it will return to you.

JESUS REPEATEDLY STATED WHAT HIS MISSION WAS
At the end of His ministry, Jesus clearly summarized why He came. - Luke 19:10 | For the Son of
Man has come to seek and to save the lost.

Il. WHAT DID JESUS TEACH ABOUT THE MISSION? (JESUS’ TEACHING)
Jesus repeatedly prepared the 12 for how the mission would continue after His departure.

JESUS TAUGHT THAT PEOPLE ARE “THE MISSION”

When criticized for associating with sinners, Jesus explained His mission. - Luke 5:31-32 | Jesus
replied to them, “It is not those who are healthy who need a doctor, but those who are sick. 32|
have not come to call the righteous, but sinners to repentance.”

JESUS TAUGHT THAT THE MISSION IS HAPPENING NOW

As Jesus observed the spiritual need around Him, He revealed the urgency of the mission. -
Matthew 9:37-38 |...”The harvest is abundant, but the workers are few. 38 Therefore, pray to the
Lord of the harvest to send out workers into his harvest.”

JESUS TAUGHT THAT THIS MISSION WILL BE HARD

Preparing His disciples for rejection, Jesus reminded them they would share in His suffering. -
John 15:18-20 | If the world hates you, understand that it hated me before it hated you. 2 If you
were of the world, the world would love you as its own. However, because you are not of the
world, but | have chosen you out of it, the world hates you. 20 Remember the word | spoke to you:
‘A servant is not greater than his master.” If they persecuted me, they will also persecute you. If
they kept my word, they will also keep yours.

JESUS TAUGHT THAT FOLLOWING HIM MEANS GOING OUT INTO THE WORLD
After His resurrection. - John 20:21 | “Peace be with you. As the Father has sent me, | also send
you.” — Local mission and global mission. Pray — Give — Go

1ll. HOW CAN WE BEGIN TO LIVE ON MISSION LIKE JESUS? (PRACTICAL APPLICATION)
Before we think about going far away to accomplish this mission, we must start where we are.

PRAY THAT GOD GIVES YOU DAILY COMPASSION FOR PEOPLE.

SEEK DAILY OPPORTUNITIES TO START CONVERSATIONS ABOUT JESUS.

BUILD REAL RELATIONSHIPS. DON’T TREAT PEOPLE LIKE PROJECTS.

SHARE THE GOSPEL CLEARLY WITH TRUTH AND LOVE.

TRUST GOD WITH THE RESULTS. YOU REMAIN FAITHFUL. KEEP TALKING, SERVING, GOING.
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J. Mack Stiles writes in his book titled, “Evangelism”, “God is working through us as we share our
faith — even if we don’t see this side of heaven. Maybe he works through a bit of time shared in a
restaurant lobby; maybe through a brief conversation in which we shared the gospel in a minute, or
maybe through an important theological observation about forgiveness.”

CONCLUSION

Jesus lived on mission because He loved the Father and loved people. He was sent to seek and save
the lost, and He now sends us in the same way. Living on mission flows out of gratitude for how He
has rescued us. Let us read the Great Commission with which He sent the 12, and us, out into the
world: Matthew 28:18-20 | “All authority has been given to me in heaven and on earth. 1° Go,
therefore, and make disciples of all nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father and of the
Son and of the Holy Spirit, 20 teaching them to observe everything | have commanded you. And
remember, | am with you always, to the end of the age.” May you live this week with open eyes,
open hands, and a willing heart, as you seek to Live Like Jesus on mission.
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Las disciplinas espirituales son acciones intencionales que hacemos y que DIOS usa para
hacernos mas como Jesus. A lo largo de esta serie, hemos aprendido que seguir a Jesus no es solo acerca
de lo que creemos, sino de cdmo vivimos. Hemos visto cdmo Jesus vivid en constante oracidn al PADRE,
como meditaba diariamente en las Escrituras, y como vivia intencionalmente con su comunidad. Todas
estas disciplinas nos ayudan a crecer, pero también tienen otro propdsito. Las disciplinas espirituales nos
ayudan a cumplir la mision que DIOS ha dado a cada uno de nosotros como cristianos y a todos nosotros
juntos como iglesia. Escuchen lo que “La Mision” es segtin Andy Johnson en su libro titulado Missions:
“La iglesia... debe trabajar para cumplir su misién Unica de proteger el evangelio, proclamar el
evangelio y discipular a los que responden con arrepentimiento y fe al evangelio. Si nuestras iglesias
fallan en esa misiéon, no importa cuantas otras cosas buenas hagamos, habremos fallado...”

Hoy, al concluir esta serie, nos enfocamos en Vivir en Mision Como Jesus. Jesus fue enviado por
el Padre a este mundo con una misién clara: buscar y salvar a los perdidos. Vivir como Jesus significa que
no evitamos al mundo. Al contrario, nos comprometemos a alcanzarlo con verdad, amor y urgencia para
que puedan ser reconciliados con DIOS. Aprendamos como Jesus vividé en misién.

1. §COMO VIVIO JESUS LA MISION? (EJEMPLO DE JESUS)
El aprovechaba cada dia mientras viajaba, comia, hablaba y sanaba. Todo con propdsito.

JESUS PREDICO ARREPENTIMIENTO Y FE
Marcos 1:14-15 | Jesus vino a Galilea predicando el evangelio de Dios. 5 «El tiempo se ha
cumplido», decia, «y el reino de Dios se ha acercado; arrepiéntanse y crean en el evangelio>>.

JESUS TUVO COMPASION DE LOS PERDIDOS Y PECADORES

Cuando una mujer pecadora se acercé a Jesus, El respondié con gracia. - Lucas 7:37-38, 47, 50 | Habia
en la ciudad una mujer que era pecadora, y cuando se enterd de que Jesus estaba sentado a la mesa...38
y poniéndose detras de Ef a Sus pies, llorando, comenzd a regar Sus pies con lagrimas y los secaba con los
cabellos de su cabeza, besaba Sus pies y los ungia con el perfume... 47 Por lo cual te digo que sus
pecados, que son muchos, han sido perdonados, porque amé mucho; pero a quien poco se le perdona,
poco ama». *8Entonces Jesus le dijo a la mujer: «Tus pecados han sido perdonados»...5° Pero Jesus dijo a
la mujer: «Tu fe te ha salvado, vete en paz».

JESUS ESTABA DISPONIBLE A TIEMPO Y FUERA DE TIEMPO

Incluso cuando planeaba descansar, El mostro compasién. - Marcos 6:31-34 | Y El les dijo*: «Vengan,
apartense de los demds a un lugar solitario y descansen un poco». Porque habia muchos que ibany
venian, y ellos no tenian tiempo ni siquiera para comer. 32Y se fueron en la barca a un lugar solitario,
apartado. 33 Pero la gente los vio salir, y muchos los reconocieron y juntos corrieron alla a pie de todas las
ciudades, y llegaron antes que ellos. 3 Al desembarcar, Jesus vio una gran multitud, y tuvo compasion de
ellos, porque eran como ovejas sin pastor; y comenzé a ensefiarles muchas cosas.

JESUS ENVIO A SUS DISCiPULOS A CUMPLIR LA MISION

Jesus envid misioneros. - Lucas 10:1, 5-6 | Después de esto, el Sefior designd a otros setenta, y los envié
de dos en dos delante de El, a toda ciudad y lugar adonde El habia de ir... 5»En cualquier casa que
entren, primero digan: “Paz a esta casa”. ¢Y si hay alli un hijo de paz, la paz de ustedes reposara sobre él;
pero si no, se volvera a ustedes.

JESUS REPETIDAMENTE DIJO CUAL ERA SU MISION
Al final de su ministerio, Jesus resumid claramente por qué vino. - Lucas 19:10 | porque el Hijo del
Hombre ha venido a buscar y a salvar lo que se habia perdido».

1. ¢ QUE ENSENO JESUS SOBRE LA MISION? (ENSENANZA DE JESUS)
Jesus prepard repetidamente a los doce para que la misidn continuara después de su partida.

JESUS ENSENO QUE LAS PERSONAS SON “LA MISION”

Cuando fue criticado por asociarse con pecadores, Jesus explicé su misién. - Lucas 5:31-32 | Jesus les
respondid: «Los sanos no tienen necesidad de médico, sino los que estan enfermos. 32No he venido a
llamar a justos, sino a pecadores al arrepentimiento».

JESUS ENSENO QUE LA MISION ESTA OCURRIENDO AHORA

Mientras veia la necesidad espiritual a su alrededor, Jesus revel6 la urgencia de la misién. - Mateo
9:37-38 | Entonces dijo* a Sus discipulos: «La cosecha es mucha, pero los obreros pocos. 38 Por tanto,
pidan al Sefior de la cosecha que envie obreros a Su cosecha».

JESUS ENSENO QUE ESTA MISION SERA DIFiCIL

Preparando a sus discipulos para el rechazo, Jesus les recordé que compartirian su sufrimiento. - Juan
15:18-20 | »Si el mundo los odia, sepan que me ha odiado a Mi antes que a ustedes. 1°Si ustedes fueran
del mundo, el mundo amaria lo suyo; pero como no son del mundo, sino que Yo los escogi de entre el
mundo, por eso el mundo los odia. 20 Acuérdense de la palabra que Yo les dije: “Un siervo no es mayor
que su sefior”. Si me persiguieron a Mi, también los perseguiradn a ustedes; si guardaron Mi palabra,
también guardardn la de ustedes.

JESUS ENSENO QUE SEGUIRLO SIGNIFICA SALIR AL MUNDO
Después de su resurreccion. - Juan 20:21 | “Jesus les dijo otra vez: «Paz a ustedes; como el Padre me ha
enviado, asi también Yo los envio». — Mision local y global. Orar — Dar - Ir

1ll. {COMO PODEMOS COMENZAR A VIVIR EN MISION COMO JESUS? (APLICACION PRACTICA)
Antes de pensar en ir lejos para cumplir esta mision, debemos comenzar donde estamos.

ORA PARA QUE DIOS TE DE COMPASION DIARIA POR LAS PERSONAS.

BUSCA OPORTUNIDADES DIARIAS PARA INICIAR CONVERSACIONES SOBRE JESUS.
CONSTRUYE RELACIONES REALES. NO TRATES A LAS PERSONAS COMO PROYECTOS.
COMPARTE EL EVANGELIO CLARAMENTE CON VERDAD Y AMOR.

CONFIA EN DIOS CON LOS RESULTADOS. SE FIEL. SIGUE HABLANDO, SIRVIENDO, Y YENDO.
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J. Mack Stiles escribe en su libro Evangelism: “Dios obra a través de nosotros mientras compartimos
nuestra fe, incluso si no lo vemos de este lado del cielo. Tal vez obra a través de un tiempo breve
compartido en un lobby de restaurante; tal vez a través de una conversacién rapida en la que
compartimos el evangelio en un minuto, o tal vez mediante una observacion teoldgica importante sobre
el perdon.”

CONCLUSION

Jesus vivié en misidn porque amaba al Padre y amaba a las personas. Fue enviado a buscar y salvar a los
perdidos, y ahora nos envia de la misma manera. Vivir en misién surge de gratitud por cémo El nos ha
rescatado. Leamos la Gran Comision con la que envid a los doce, y a nosotros, al mundo: Mateo 28:18-
20 | “Toda autoridad me ha sido dada en el cielo y en la tierra. 19 Por tanto, vayan y hagan discipulos
de todas las naciones, bautizandolos en el nombre del Padre y del Hijo y del Espiritu Santo, 20
ensefidandoles a obedecer todo lo que les he mandado. Y recuerden, yo estoy con ustedes todos los
dias, hasta el fin del mundo.”

Que esta semana vivas con 0jos abiertos, manos abiertas y un corazon dispuesto, mientras buscas Vivir
Como Jesus en mision.
