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Throughout the book, GOD dialogues with His people, confronting their spiritual condition step by
step. He begins by addressing Israel’s cold religion, reminding them of His covenant love, a love
grounded in His faithfulness despite their disrespect. The people had grown careless, taking GOD
for granted and practicing religion as a box to check. Now GOD turns to the priests, the leaders of
Israel, who committed a serious sin: they dishonored His Name and led the nation to do the same.
In this passage, we will examine ourselves and ask whether our worship is truly acceptable to Him.
As Micah Fries writes, “...we would do well to examine the current state of our own worship and
our attitude toward the Lord to determine if it is meaningful — worthy of the God who has saved
us in His Son Jesus Christ — or worthless.” - Exalting Jesus in Zephaniah, Haggai, Zechariah,
Malachi, Micabh Fries, et. al., p. 213

l. GOD IS THE FATHER AND MASTER — MALACHI 1:6a-6b

A. GOD is the Father.

Israel had been chosen by GOD to belong to Him; He “adopted” them as a pure act of sovereign
love. His love depended on His own faithfulness, not theirs. He swore to love them, swearing by His
own Name. Because of who He is, GOD is worthy of honor—absolute respect, love, and
wholehearted commitment. Yet Israel had become entitled and complacent. They knew GOD was
their Father, but like a spoiled child, they were ungrateful and even disrespectful toward Him.

B. GOD is the Master.

GOD is not only Father but LORD and Master. This means His people are His slaves—fully
submissive to His will and meant to serve Him with joy. GOD is worthy of fear. In a master-slave
relationship, fear meant reverence, not fear of punishment but a serious respect for the Master’s
authority. Israel claimed to serve GOD, but their actions proved they no longer feared Him. They
said He was LORD of their lives, yet like disobedient servants, they did what they pleased, how they
pleased, showing no concern for the consequences of dishonoring Him.

C. GOD dealt with the leaders first.

In Malachi, GOD addresses the entire nation, but He begins with the priests. They were the ruling
class, the spiritual elites, the decision-makers, and the examples others followed. The priests were
meant to be mediators between GOD and the people, helping draw the nation closer to Him.
Instead, through their disrespect and corruption, they pushed people farther away. Jeremiah
illustrates this failed leadership: Jeremiah 5:31 | The prophets prophesy falsely, and the priests
rule by their own authority. My people love it like this.

D. Who is GOD to us?

Is GOD truly our Father? Has He adopted us into His family through the sacrifice of Jesus? Do our
lives reflect His character and bring Him honor? Is GOD truly our LORD? Does He have real

authority over our decisions, desires, and direction? Do we live in reverent fear of Him, or do we
simply do whatever we want without concern for consequences? Today GOD calls us to repent—to
honor Him and fear Him rather than treat Him casually or disrespectfully. Proverbs 1:7 | The fear of
the Lord is the beginning of knowledge; fools despise wisdom and discipline.

1l. GOD WAS DESPISED — MALACHI 1:6c-10

A. They despised His name.

GOD revealed His Name to Moses in Exodus 3:14-15 | God replied to Moses, “I AM WHO | AM.”
This is what you are to say to the Israelites: | AM has sent me to you. 15 God also said to Moses,

“Say this to the Israelites: The Lord, the God of your ancestors, the God of Abraham, the God of
Isaac, and the God of Jacob, has sent me to you. This is my name forever; this is how | am to be
remembered in every generation.” In revealing His Name, GOD declared that He is the one and
only eternal and holy Creator—He always was, is, and will be. He is unchanging, always present,
always faithful, always mighty. By calling Himself the GOD of Abraham, Isaac, and Jacob, He
identified Himself as the covenant-keeping GOD who chooses a people and fulfills His promises, the
GOD of life. Israel lived among many nations filled with countless so-called “gods,” but His Name
stood alone. There was and is none like Him, but sadly they despised His name with their actions.

B. They despised His mercy.

The sacrificial system that GOD gave Israel provided atonement for their sins. Atonement
(kaphar — 192 in Hebrew) means “to cover.” It was the act by which sin was covered through a
substitute so that the broken relationship between GOD and sinners could be restored. By
sacrificing a perfect and spotless animal, the worshiper’s sin was symbolically covered because the
animal died in their place, satisfying the wrath of GOD. However, in their cold ingratitude, the
priests—the very leaders who were supposed to honor GOD on behalf of the people—began taking
shortcuts. They failed to value the mercy GOD had graciously provided and instead offered blind,
sick, and deformed animals, convincing themselves it was “good enough.” This was not merely
careless; it was disrespectful, ungrateful, and sinful. GOD was worthy of their very best. He even
challenged them by asking whether their political leaders would accept such a dishonorable gift. In
fact, GOD declared that He would rather shut the Temple doors altogether than continue receiving
their lazy, defiled, and irreverent acts that they dared to call worship.

C. How have we despised GOD?

When our hearts grow cold, we begin asking what we can get away with, even using Jesus’ sacrifice
as an excuse to sin. Paul confronts this directly in Romans 6:1-2 | What should we say then?
Should we continue in sin so that grace may multiply? 2 Absolutely not! How can we who died to
sin still live in it? We must ask ourselves hard questions: Are we giving GOD our best or merely our
leftovers? Do we offer more devotion to our jobs, doctor’s appointments, to politicians, to spiritual
leaders, children, spouses, or even ourselves more than we offer to Him? In our personal
disciplines, do we seek Him intentionally and wholeheartedly, or do we squeeze Him into five
rushed minutes as though we are doing Him a favor? In ministry service—whether as small group
leaders, teachers, or ministry team members—do we give joyful effort, or do we do the bare
minimum, arrive late, complain, and throw things together at the last minute just to check a box?
In financial giving, do we view generosity as worship or as GOD taking something from us? Do we
prepare our offering thoughtfully, or do we give casually and reluctantly while excusing ourselves
as “broke or struggling,” when perhaps we are simply poor stewards of what GOD has already
given us? And in response to Christ’s atonement on the Cross, do we truly rest in His finished
work, or do we try to pay Him back with good deeds and self-effort? Do we claim His blood yet
continue practicing things that contradict trust in Him—such as gambling, superstition, or seeking
guidance through reading the “signs”? When worship becomes careless, half-hearted, and
irreverent, GOD calls it what it is: a useless fire on His altar that will not be accepted. No way.

1ll. GOD IS A GREAT KING — MALACHI 1:11-14

A. The priests were “annoyed’ by GOD.

The priests were getting annoyed by “having” to serve GOD. Being a Levitical priest was hard
work—physically demanding, nonstop, and requiring absolute care and exact obedience. But that’s
not what Malachi is criticizing. He’s not complaining that the priests were tired. He’s calling out
their disrespect and laziness—offering defective sacrifices, cutting corners, and treating sacred




duties as if they were just chores instead of holy work that honored GOD. Their work for GOD and
commitment to Him had become “a nuisance” to their personal happiness. This was a foolish way
of thinking. GOD is the source of true peace and true joy. Serving Him is the highest calling a human
can have. To know GOD, be forgiven by Him, be saved by Him, and take part in His mission to bring
others to Him—this is the greatest honor a created being can receive from the Creator.

B. Are we annoyed by GOD?

How does GOD become a “nuisance” to us? When we stop being grateful. Jesus taught this about a
woman serving Him wholeheartedly in Luke 7:47 | “...her many sins have been forgiven; that’s
why she loved much. But the one who is forgiven little, loves little.” Maybe GOD—or serving Him
in any capacity—has become a nuisance for you because you’ve forgotten all He has forgiven you.
Maybe you’ve grown too comfortable with the blessings He’s given you—things you won’t take
with you into eternity. Maybe friends, family, comfort, or money have become more important,
and your service to GOD has taken a “backseat.”

C. GOD’s name is worthy of pure sacrifices.

GOD pointed Israel to a future in which people from all nations would worship Him in a way that
truly pleases Him—a vision that challenged their national pride, since they considered themselves
the only chosen people, with the Temple as their symbol. Yet GOD reminded them that He can call
a chosen people from anywhere. As Peter writes in 1 Peter 2:9-10 | But you are a chosen race, a
royal priesthood, a holy nation ,a people for his possession, so that you may proclaim the
praises of the one who called you out of darkness into his marvelous light. 1° Once you were not a
people, but now you are God’s people; you had not received mercy, but now you have received
mercy. Through the atonement of Jesus—His death on the Cross in our place—we too are GOD’s
chosen people, called from all nations to belong to Him. Jesus, the perfect, spotless Lamb, covers
our sin and spares us from death and Hell. Through faith in Him, we are made acceptable to GOD
and empowered to offer ourselves as living sacrifices (Romans 12:1-2). By His Spirit, we can honor
Him as Father, fear Him as Master, and learn to live rightly through the teaching and example of
Jesus. Today, it begins with you: turn to Him, trust in His atonement, and honor His name by faith.
As Scripture says in Philippians 2:9-11 | ...God highly exalted him and gave him the name that is
above every name, 1°so that at the name of Jesus every knee will bow— in heaven and on earth
and under the earth— 11 and every tongue will confess that Jesus Christ is Lord, to the glory of
God the Father. Honor His name today.
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Alo largo del libro, DIOS dialoga con Su pueblo, confrontando paso a paso su condicion espiritual.
Comienza abordando la religion fria de Israel, recordandoles Su amor del pacto, un amor basado en
Su fidelidad a pesar de la falta de respeto del pueblo. El pueblo se habia vuelto descuidado, no
valorando a DIOS y practicando la religion como si fuera un simple tramite. Ahora DIOS se dirige a
los sacerdotes, los lideres de Israel, que cometieron un pecado grave: deshonraron Su Nombre y
llevaron a la nacién a hacer lo mismo. En este pasaje, nos examinaremos a nosotros mismos y nos
preguntaremos si nuestra adoracion es realmente aceptable para El. Como escribe Micah Fries,
“...hariamos bien en examinar el estado actual de nuestra propia adoracién y nuestra actitud
hacia el Sefior para determinar si es significativa—digna del Dios que nos ha salvado en Su Hijo
Jesus—o inutil.” — Exalting Jesus in Zephaniah, Haggai, Zechariah, Malachi, p. 213

1. DIOS ES EL PADRE Y SENOR — Malaquias 1:6a-6b

A. DIOS es el Padre.

Israel habia sido elegido por DIOS para pertenecer a El; los “adopté” como un acto puro de amor
soberano. Su amor dependia de Su fidelidad, no de la de ellos. Juré amarlos, jurando por Su propio
Nombre. Debido a quién es, DIOS es digno de honor: respeto absoluto, amor y compromiso
completo. Sin embargo, Israel se volvié exigente y complaciente. Sabian que DIOS era su Padre,
pero como un hijo malcriado, eran malagradecidos y le faltaban al respeto.

B. DIOS es el Sefior.

DIOS no es solo Padre, sino también SENOR. Esto significa que su pueblo es su esclavo, totalmente
sometido a Su voluntad y llamado a servirle con alegria. DIOS es digno de temor. En la relacidn
Sefor-esclavo, el temor era reverencia, no miedo al castigo, sino respeto serio a la autoridad del
Sefior. Israel decia servir a DIOS, pero sus acciones demostraban que ya no le temian. Decian que El
era SENOR de sus vidas, pero como esclavos desobedientes, hacian lo que querian, mostrando
desprecio por las consecuencias de deshonrarlo.

C. DIOS tratoé primero con los lideres.

En Malaquias, DIOS se dirige a toda la nacién, pero comienza con los sacerdotes. Eran la clase
gobernante, la élite espiritual, los que tomaban decisiones y debian ser el ejemplo a seguir. Los
sacerdotes debian ser mediadores entre DIOS y el pueblo, acercando a la nacién a El. En cambio, su
falta de respeto y corrupcion alejaba al pueblo de DIOS. Jeremias ilustra este liderazgo fallido:
Jeremias 5:31 | Los profetas profetizan falsamente, Los sacerdotes gobiernan por su cuenta, Y a
Mi pueblo asi le gusta...

D. ¢Quién es DIOS para nosotros?

¢Es DIOS realmente nuestro Padre? ¢ Nos ha adoptado en Su familia mediante el sacrificio de Jesus?
¢éNuestras vidas reflejan Su caracter y lo honran? ¢Es DIOS nuestro SENOR? ¢ Tiene autoridad real
sobre nuestras decisiones, deseos y planes? ¢ Vivimos en reverente temor de El, o hacemos lo que
queremos sin pensar en las consecuencias? Hoy DIOS nos llama al arrepentimiento: a honrarlo y
temerlo, no tratarlo con indiferencia. Proverbios 1:7 | El temor del Sefior es el principio de la
sabiduria; Los necios desprecian la sabiduria y la instruccion.

Il. DIOS FUE DESPRECIADO — Malaquias 1:6¢c—-10
A. Despreciaron Su nombre.
DIOS reveld Su Nombre a Moisés en Exodo 3:14-15 | Y dijo Dios a Moisés: «YO SOY EL QUE SOY»,

y afiadio: «Asi dirds a los israelitas: “YO SOY me ha enviado a ustedes”». 1°> Dijo ademds Dios a
Moisés: «Asi dirds a los israelitas: “El Senor, el Dios de sus padres, el Dios de Abraham, el Dios de
Isaac y el Dios de Jacob, me ha enviado a ustedes”. Este es Mi nombre para siempre, y con él se
hard memoria de Mi de generacion en generacion. Al revelar Su Nombre, DIOS declaraba que El es
el Unico y eterno Creador santo: siempre ha sido, es y sera. Es inmutable, siempre presente, fiel y
poderoso. Al llamarse DIOS de Abraham, Isaac y Jacob, se presentaba como el DIOS del pacto que
escoge un pueblo y cumple Sus promesas, el DIOS de la vida. Israel vivia entre naciones con muchos
“dioses”, pero Su Nombre era Unico. Aun asi, despreciaron Su Nombre con sus acciones.

B. Despreciaron Su misericordia.

El sistema sacrificial que DIOS dio a Israel proveia expiacidn por sus pecados. La expiacion
(kaphar — 192 en hebreo) significa “cubrir”. Era un acto simbdlico por el cual el pecado era
cubierto mediante un sustituto, restaurando la relacién rota entre DIOS y los pecadores. Al
sacrificar un animal perfecto y limpio, el pecado de esa persona era simbdlicamente cubierto. El
animal moria en su lugar, satisfaciendo la ira de DIOS. Sin embargo, en su ingratitud, los
sacerdotes—quienes debian honrar a DIOS por el pueblo—tomaban “atajos”. No valoraban la
misericordia que DIOS les habia dado y ofrecian animales ciegos, enfermos o defectuosos,
convencidos de que era “suficiente”. Esto no solo era descuido; era una falta de respeto, ingratitud
y pecado. DIOS merecia lo mejor. Incluso los desafiaba: ¢aceptaria su gobernante un regalo tan
defectuoso? DIOS declaré que preferiria cerrar el Templo antes que seguir recibiendo estos actos
de adoracion “perezosos o flojos” y llenos de inmundicia.

C. ¢Como hemos despreciado a DIOS?

Cuando nuestro corazdn se enfria, buscamos “la linea” — hasta donde puedo llegar - usando incluso
el sacrificio de Jesus como excusa para pecar. Pablo confronta esto en Romanos 6:1-2

| éContinuaremos en pecado para que la gracia abunde? 2 jDe ningiin modo! Nosotros, que
hemos muerto al pecado, écomo viviremos auin en éI? Debemos examinarnos: éDamos lo mejor a
DIOS o solo nuestras sobras? ¢ Damos mas atencién a nuestro trabajo, citas medicas, los partidos
politicos, lideres espirituales, hijos, cdnyuges o a nosotros mismos que a EI? En las Disciplinas
Espirituales, ¢ Buscamos a DIOS intencionalmente, o le damos cinco minutos apresurados como si
le hiciéramos a El un favor? En el ministerio—como lideres de grupos pequefios, maestros o
miembros de equipos—édamos esfuerzo con alegria o hacemos lo minimo, llegamos tarde, nos
quejamos y solo cumplimos formalidades? En la ofrenda, ¢la vemos como adoracidén o como un
“sacrificio” obligatorio? ¢Planeamos lo que damos o lo hacemos de manera casual y sin intencion?
Y hablando de la expiacion de Cristo, ¢ descansamos realmente en Su obra terminada, o
intentamos pagar con buenas obras? Cuando descuidamos nuestra adoracién a El, o lo hacemos a
medias o irreverente, DIOS la llama “fuego inutil” en Su altar, que no sera aceptado.

11l. DIOS ES UN GRAN REY — Malaquias 1:11-14
A. Los sacerdotes estaban “fastidiados” con DIOS.

Los sacerdotes se quejaban de “tener” que servir a DIOS. Ser sacerdote levita era un trabajo duro:
fisicamente exigente, continuo y con una precisién absoluta. Pero Malaquias no critica el cansancio;
llama la atencidn sobre su falta de respeto y su pereza: ofrecian sacrificios defectuosos, hacian las
cosas a medias y trataban sus deberes sagrados como simples tareas en lugar de trabajo especial
que honra a DIOS. Su compromiso con El se habia convertido en “un estorbo” para su felicidad
personal. Esto era un pensamiento insensato. DIOS es la fuente de paz y alegria verdaderas.
Servirle es el mayor honor que un ser humano puede recibir: conocer a DIOS, ser perdonado,
salvado y participar en Su misién de llevar a otros a El es el privilegio mas grande para una criatura
del Creador.



B. é{Nos fastidia DIOS a nosotros?

¢Como se vuelve DIOS una “molestia” para nosotros? Cuando dejamos de ser agradecidos. Jesus
ensefid sobre esto respecto a una mujer que le servia con todo su corazén en Lucas 7:47 | sus
pecados, que son muchos, han sido perdonados, porque amé mucho; pero a quien poco se le
perdona, poco ama». Quizas DIOS, o servirle en cualquier capacidad, se ha vuelto un fastidio para
ti porque has olvidado todo lo que te ha perdonado. Quizas te has enamorado demasiado de Sus
bendiciones—cosas que no podras llevarte a la eternidad. Tal vez amigos, familia, comodidad o
dinero son ahora tu prioridad y tu servicio a DIOS ha pasado a tomado un segundo lugar.

C. El nombre de DIOS merece sacrificios puros.

DIOS mostré a Israel un futuro en el que personas de todas las naciones le adorarian de manera
que le agradara—una visidn que desafiaba su orgullo nacional, ya que se consideraban el tinico
pueblo elegido, con el Templo como simbolo de eso. DIOS les recuerda que puede llamar a un
pueblo escogido desde cualquier lugar. Como Pedro escribe en 1 Pedro 2:9-10 | Pero ustedes son
linaje escogido, real sacerdocio, nacion santa, pueblo adquirido para posesion de Dios, a fin de
que anuncien las virtudes de Aquel que los llamo de las tinieblas a Su luz admirable. 1° Ustedes en
otro tiempo no eran pueblo, pero ahora son el pueblo de Dios; no habian recibido misericordia,
pero ahora han recibido misericordia.

A través de la expiacion de Jesis—Su muerte en la Cruz en nuestro lugar—también nosotros somos
el pueblo escogido de DIOS, llamados de todas las naciones a pertenecerle. Jesus, el Cordero
perfecto y sin mancha, cubre nuestro pecado y nos libra de la muerte y del infierno. Por fe en El,
somos aceptables para DIOS y capacitados para ofrecernos como sacrificios vivos (Romanos 12:1—
2). Por Su Espiritu, podemos honrarlo como Padre, temerlo como Sefior y aprender a vivir
rectamente por medio de la ensefianza y el ejemplo de Jests. Hoy comienza contigo: vuélvete a El,
confia en Su expiacién y honra Su nombre por fe. Como dice Filipenses 2:9-11 | Dios también lo
exalté hasta lo sumo, y le confirio el nombre que es sobre todo nombre, 1° para que al nombre de
Jesus se doble toda rodilla de los que estdn en el cielo, y en la tierra, y debajo de la tierra, 1y
toda lengua confiese que Jesucristo es Sefior, para gloria de Dios Padre.

GOD revealed His Holy Name to Moses (and later Israel) in Exodus 3:14-15. By doing so, He
made a covenant with them. He gave Israel the sacrificial system; a way to find forgiveness
through the death of an innocent animal. The priests dishonored GOD’s Holy Name by offering
blind and sick animals on the altar. Their careless worship showed that their hearts had grown
cold. When we give GOD our “leftovers” instead of our best, we show the same cold heart.

They
weren’t grateful for His saving power and His loving mercy. Therefore, GOD rejected their
worship. Jesus is our Great High Priest who offered Himself as our perfect sacrifice. His
worship was perfect and accepted by GOD the Father.
