REVIEW

In order to address the problem of false teachers of the law, Paul leaves Timothy in Ephesus.

2) encourage men and women to conduct themselves properly, 

3) �appoint overseers and deacons to assist in the leading of the church, and 4) conduct himself in a 
manner that is fitting (chapters 4-6).
