1 Now Jesus was praying in a certain place, and
when he finished, one of his disciples said to
him, “Lord, teach us to pray, as John taught his
disciples.” 2 And he said to them, “When you
pray, say. ‘Father, hallowed be your name. Your
kingdom come. 3 Give us each day our daily
bread, 4 and forgive us our sins, for we ourselves
forgive everyone who is indebted to us.

34 For you had compassion on those in prison,
and you joyfully accepted the plundering of
your property, since you knew that you
yourselves had better possession and an
abiding one.

3> Therefore do not throw away you confidence,
which has a great reward. 3° For you have need of
endurance, so that when you have done the will
of God you may receive what is promised. 3’ For,
“Yet a little while, and the coming one will come
and will not delay; 3% but my righteous one shall
live by faith, and if he shrinks back, my soul has no
pleasure in him.” 39 But we are not of those who
shrink back and are destroyed, but of those who
have faith and preserve their souls.”
