3. plunder, seize possessions by force  
4. gain control over, formally, snatch from the 

hand

1 Thessalonians 4:13-18 
13 But we do not want you to be uninformed, 
brothers, about those who are asleep, that you 
may not grieve as others do who have no hope. 
14 For since we believe that Jesus died and rose 
again, even so, through Jesus, God will bring with 
him those who have fallen asleep. 15 For this we 
declare to you by a word from the Lord, that we 
who are alive, who are left until the coming of the 
Lord, will not precede those who have fallen 
asleep.  



1 Thessalonians 4:13-18 
16 For the Lord himself will descend from heaven 
with a cry of command, with the voice of an 
archangel, and with the sound of the trumpet of 
God. And the dead in Christ will rise first. 17 Then 
we who are alive, who are left, will be caught up 
together with them in the clouds to meet the Lord 
in the air, and so we will always be with the Lord. 
18 Therefore encourage one another with these 
words.

Revelation 6:12-17 
12 When he opened the sixth seal, I looked, and 
behold, there was a great earthquake, and the sun 
became black as sackcloth, the full moon became 
like blood, 13 and the stars of the sky fell to the earth 
as the fig tree sheds its winter fruit when shaken by a 
gale. 14 The sky vanished like a scroll that is being 
rolled up, and every mountain and island was 
removed from its place.  

 
 

  



Revelation 6:12-17 
15 Then the kings of the earth and the great ones and 
the generals and the rich and the powerful, and 
everyone, slave and free, hid themselves in the caves 
and among the rocks of the mountains, 16 calling to 
the mountains and rocks, “Fall on us and hide us from 
the face of him who is seated on the throne, and from 
the wrath of the Lamb, 17 for the great day of their 
wrath has come, and who can stand?” 

 
 

  



Revelation 7:1-3 
1 After this I saw four angels standing at the four 
corners of the earth, holding back the four winds of 
the earth, that no wind might blow on earth or sea or 
against any tree. 2 Then I saw another angel 
ascending from the rising of the sun, with the seal of 
the living God, and he called with a loud voice to the 
four angels who had been given power to harm earth 
and sea, 3 saying, “Do not harm the earth or the sea or 
the trees, until we have sealed the servants of our God 
on their foreheads.” 
 

 
 

  



Revelation 7:9-10 
9  After this I looked, and behold, a great multitude 
that no one could number, from every nation, from all 
tribes and peoples and languages, standing before 
the throne and before the Lamb, clothed in white 
robes, with palm branches in their hands, 10 and crying 
out with a loud voice, “Salvation belongs to our God 
who sits on the throne, and to the Lamb!” 
 

 
 

  



Revelation 7:13-17 
13  Then one of the elders addressed me, saying, “Who 
are these, clothed in white robes, and from where 
have they come?” 14 I said to him, “Sir, you know.” 
And he said to me, “These are the ones coming out of 
the great tribulation. They have washed their robes 
and made them white in the blood of the 
Lamb. 15 “Therefore they are before the throne of 
God, and serve him day and night in his temple; and 
he who sits on the throne will shelter them with his 
presence.  
 

  



Revelation 7:13-17 
16 They shall hunger no more, neither thirst 
anymore; the sun shall not strike them, nor any 
scorching heat. 17 For the Lamb in the midst of the 
throne will be their shepherd, and he will guide them 
to springs of living water, and God will wipe away 
every tear from their eyes.”
