THE HOLY GHOST IN ME!

e Introduction to Pentecost (1:28:30 - 1:33:47): defines Pentecost as 50
days from Passover. He contrasts the original Pentecost at Mount Sinai,
where the law was written on stone, with the second Pentecost in the
Upper Room, where the Spirit of God wrote His word in the hearts of
believers.

o Scripture: Acts 2:1-4

e The Nature of the Holy Ghost (1:36:15 - 1:43:52): emphasizes that the
Holy Ghost is a vital part of the Godhead—eternal, omnipresent, and
powerful. He serves as our Comforter, the Spirit of Truth, and the source
of our spiritual power.

o Scriptures: John 16:7, John 1:1-2, Genesis 1:2, 2 Peter 1:21, 1
Corinthians 6:19, Ecclesiastes 4:1, Luke 24:49, and 2 Timothy 1:7

e Fruit of the Spirit vs. Gifts of the Spirit (1:42:36 - 1:43:52): clarifies the
difference between these two spiritual aspects:

o Fruit of the Spirit: These are the character traits (joy, peace,
longsuffering, gentleness, meekness, faith, temperance, and
goodness) that grow automatically in the life of a believer who is filled
with the Holy Ghost.

o Gifts of the Spirit: These are special, supernatural endowments of
power given by the Spirit at specific times to manifest the presence
and work of Christ in the world.

o Scriptures: Galatians 5:22-23

* The Holy Ghost versus Al (1:43:56 - 1:53:14): A major portion of the
sermon addresses the danger of seeking spiritual counsel from Al
(Artificial Intelligence). The pastor warns against this, arguing that Al
provides man-made data rather than the living, convicting power of the
Holy Ghost.

o Scriptures: Psalm 1:1, Matthew 7:7, and Romans 8:32

e Call to Prayer (1:53:15 - 2:03:53): concludes with an altar call for those
who desire to be filled with the Holy Ghost and the fire of the Spirit.
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
