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There are so many ways we can be faithful in our service to God in the Church. Adopting a child at 
the Emmanuel Hostel to sponsor, is one of many. Now is the time to make your commitment to 
adopt a child from India. The cost is only $30 a month; that is $360 for the year. You can have a 
positive influence on a child that is growing up in a non-Christian environment. Your support will 
give the child 3 healthy meals a day, clean clothes, a bed to sleep on, and an education that will 
prepare him/her for adulthood. But even more important, giving your child a life in a Christian 
environment that can influence him/her to choose Jesus as their God and Savior. You can’t put a 
price tag on that. 
 
Just pick up a registration form from the Scrip table at the Mission Station, fill it out and put in the 
wood tray on the table. This is for the year 2023. You don’t start your monthly giving until January. 
Make this a matter of prayer as you consider your roll in another child’s life.
