While we don’t live in a 
city where idol worship is rampant, we live in culture where idols 
do exist. How do we go about having real conversations with 
people, with the intent on sharing the Gospel? 
 
3. What are some practical steps that we can take to believe that 
God has a purpose for our neighborhoods? What steps can we 
take to show our neighborhoods that we believe this? 
 
4. How is God showing you that your neighborhood is a part of His 
good purpose? How is He showing you that your neighborhood is 
a part of your good purpose? 
 
5. What is one thing you can do this week to love where you live? 
Be specific and pray about it this week.
