Did your
relationship with God spark in one climactic moment or was it a more
gradual process?

Much of the Book of Acts chronicles Paul’s missionary travels in an
attempt to spread the message of Jesus Christ to unreached regions. Have
you ever tried to share your faith with someone who had never heard the
message of Christianity before? Describe that experience.

Read 1 Corinthians 15:1-10. Paul clarifies the gospel message very
succinctly. Why do Christians often add additional “requirements” to that
gospel message?
