Peace
• Shalom- Hebrew/ All around well being and freedom 

from fear and want. Contentment in relationship with 
God and others.

• Eirene- Greek/ State of tranquility in the absence of war. 
Internally a state of serenity due to harmonious 
relationships.  



Psalm 29:11
