In the beginning God created the heavens and the earth..

• Vs 26a Then God said, “Let Us make man in Our image, according to Our 
likeness; ….

• Vs 27 So God created man in His own image; in the image of God He 
created him; male and female He created them.



Genesis 2:15-17

Then the LORD God took the man and put him in the garden of Eden to tend 
and keep it. 16 And the LORD God commanded the man, saying, “Of every 
tree of the garden you may freely eat; but of the tree of the knowledge of 
good and evil you shall not eat, for in the day that you eat of it you shall 
surely die.



Genesis 3:8-10

And they heard the sound of the LORD God walking in the garden in the cool of the 
day, and Adam and his wife hid themselves from the presence of the LORD God 
among the trees of the garden. Then the LORD God called to Adam and said to him, 
“Where are you?” So he said, “I heard Your voice in the garden, and I was afraid 
because I was naked; and I hid myself.”



Walk With Me
• GODS DESIRE IS TO WALK AND TALK TO MAN…the hurt he must have felt to see them

• Is God saying, “If you walk with me, and talk to me, I will guide and instruct you how to 
live in this beautiful creation I have made for you,”?

Exodus 19:5-6

Now therefore, if you will indeed obey My voice and keep My covenant, ( an 
invitation to walk with and talk to Him directly.) then you shall be a special 
treasure to Me above all people; for all the earth is Mine. And you shall be to 
Me a kingdom of priests and a holy nation.’ These are the words which you shall 
speak to the children of Israel.”



Exodus 20:18-20

The People Afraid of God’s Presence

Now all the people witnessed the thunderings, the lightning flashes, the sound 
of the trumpet, and the mountain smoking; and when the people saw it, they 
trembled and stood afar off.  Then they said to Moses, “You speak with us, and 
we will hear; but let not God speak with us, lest we die.” And Moses said to the 
people, “Do not fear; for God has come to test you, and that His fear may be 
before you, so that you may not sin.”



Here, God was inviting the people to meet him face to face, as He did 
with Moses.

Because of fear they said, “Not us… Moses you do it and tell us.”

Gods desire:

• Nation of priests to the whole world

• Give them instruction directly.!
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Moses told them that fear is good.

Proverbs 9:10- “The fear of the LORD is the beginning of wisdom, And the 
knowledge of the Holy One is understanding. 

They rejected saying, “Moses, you do it”
