Kingdom Mandate  
• God’s sovereignty 
• Dominion mandate
• “Because God is sovereign we can confidently 

focus our attention on seeking his kingdom, 
knowing he will take care of us.”



Colonization  
• The act of establishing control over a foreign 

territory and it’s people. 
• Bahamas under British control. 
• Sanctification or regeneration is the kingdom 

process of colonization.
• Christian stats: 2.6 billion christians worldwide, 45-

49,000 different religions make up Christianity. 



Colonization  
• A christian is a religious creature and a citizen of heaven is

1. You Must Be Born Again 
John 3:3
Jesus replied, “Very truly I tell you, no one can see the 
kingdom of God unless they are born again.

God’s kingdom is not a physical kingdom it’s a 
spiritual one and it begins in the heart of a person. 



2. Repent & Accept the King 
• Repentance is simply a change of mind. 
• We transition from the domain of darkness into the 

king’s domain through a change of mind. 
• 2 Chronicles 7:14 If my people, who are called by 

my name, will humble themselves and pray and 
seek my face and turn from their wicked ways, then 
I will hear from heaven, and I will forgive their sin 
and will heal their land.



2. Repent & Accept the King 
• Accept him as king means to accept his lordship.
• Jesus rejected the claim to be King of the Jews. 
• Repentance is our gateway into his kingdom, it’s 

how we get our passport into heaven.
• Our kingdom is so unique!



3. Join an Eternal Family 
• By joining this eternal family we have permanent 

status that grants us access to his love, peace, and 
protection. No earthly circumstance can ever take 
this away. 

• Ephesians 2:19 So now you Gentiles are no longer 
strangers and foreigners.
