1. Sin. The people rebel against God and worship the idols of the surrounding culture.
Judges 2:1-4
. Baal and Ashtoreths

2. Judgement. God would punish people through foreign powers. Then they would
realize their condition and want help. Judges 2:16

3. Repentance. The people Israel realize their predicament and cry out for rescue.

4. Deliverance. God raises up a judge, a military leader who conquers the oppressing
enemy and brings freedom back to Israel.

5. Peace. The oppression ends and the people experience a season of peace.
