Providence Place – We are grateful to be included in the Love for Every One capital campaign that was approved 
by a church conference. Your support will allow us to move forward with site preparation of the property which 
includes rebuilding a retaining wall along the property line with Charis Place and the alleyway, and tree removal. 
We are anxious to begin the retaining wall project soon with volunteers. Not able to physically help build the 
wall?
