Pastor Zeke's resignation 
As of Saturday, August 16, Pastor Zeke has resigned as Associate Pastor 
at Grace BFC. Having just returned from his year-long deployment in 
Africa, he received an offer to become a full-time chaplain in the Army 
National Guard and has accepted it, though not without regrets about 
leaving his church family here at Grace BFC. Since he was issued a 
congregational call when he was designated as our associate pastor, the 
congregation will vote to accept his resignation at our mid-year 
congregational meeting on September 14. Please keep Pastor Zeke, 
Shaina, and Ezra in our prayers as they begin this transition in ministry.
