How Can You BUILD 
Hope When You Have 

LOST Hope?



1. Focus on GOD



Jeremiah 17:7–8 (NLT) — “But blessed are those who 
trust in the LORD and have made the LORD their hope 
and confidence. 8 They are like trees planted along a 
riverbank, with roots that reach deep into the water. 
Such trees are not bothered by the heat or worried by 
long months of drought. Their leaves stay green, and 
they never stop producing fruit.”

2. Focus on GOD’S WORD



Ask yourself, 
“What does GOD 

say?”



Psalm 138:2 (NLT) — “I bow before your holy Temple 
as I worship. I praise your name for your unfailing love 
and faithfulness; for your promises are backed by all 
the honor of your name.” 

Psalm 138:2 (NKJV) — “I will worship toward Your 
holy temple, And praise Your name For Your 
lovingkindness and Your truth; For You have 
magnified Your word above all Your name.”



Romans 15:4 (NLT) — “Such things were written in the 
Scriptures long ago to teach us. And the Scriptures 
give us hope and encouragement as we wait patiently 
for God’s promises to be fulfilled.” 

2 Corinthians 1:20 (NLT) — “For all of God’s promises 
have been fulfilled in Christ with a resounding ‘Yes!’ 
And through Christ, our ‘Amen’ (which means “Yes”) 
ascends to God for his glory.”

Proverbs 21:1 (NKJV) — “The king’s heart is in the 
hand of the LORD, Like the rivers of water; He turns it 
wherever He wishes.” 



Isaiah 61:1 (NKJV) — “The Spirit of the Lord GOD is 
upon Me, Because the LORD has anointed Me To 
preach good tidings to the poor; He has sent Me to 
heal the brokenhearted, To proclaim liberty to the 
captives, And the opening of the prison to those who 
are bound” 



Philippians 4:13 (NLT) — “For I can do everything 
through Christ, who gives me strength.”

3. Focus on YOUR WORDS

“So the promise is received by faith. It is given as a free 
gift. And we are all certain to receive it, whether or not 
we live according to the law of Moses, if we have faith 
like Abraham’s. For Abraham is the father of all who 
believe. 17 That is what the Scriptures mean when God 
told him, ‘I have made you the father of many nations.’ 
This happened because Abraham believed in the God 
who brings the dead back to life and who creates new 
things out of nothing. 18 Even when there was no

reason for hope, Abraham kept hoping—believing that 
he would become the father of many nations. For God 
had said to him, ‘That’s how many descendants you will 
have!’ 19 And Abraham’s faith did not weaken, even 
though, at about 100 years of age, he figured his body 
was as good as dead—and so was Sarah’s womb. 20 
Abraham never wavered in believing God’s promise. In 
fact, his faith grew stronger, and in this he brought glory 
to God. 21 He was fully convinced that God is able to 
do whatever he promises.” Romans 4:16-21 (NLT)
