• a feeling of expectation and 
desire for a certain thing to 
happen



HOPE defined:
• Webster’s Dictionary

• to cherish a desire with 
anticipation 

• to want something to happen 
or be true



Christian HOPE defined:
• a profound and confident 

expectation of the fulfillment of 
God's promises

• goes beyond wishful thinking or 
optimism rooted in worldly 
circumstances



Christian HOPE defined:
• anchored in FAITH and TRUST

• acknowledges that, regardless of 
present challenges, God is in 
control, and His ultimate plan is 
one of restoration, redemption, 
and eternal glory



Hebrews 6:18–20 (NLT) — “So God has given both his 
promise and his oath. These two things are 
unchangeable because it is impossible for God to lie. 
Therefore, we who have fled to him for refuge can have 
great confidence as we hold to the hope that lies 
before us. 19 This hope is a strong and trustworthy 
anchor for our souls. It leads us through the curtain 
into God’s inner sanctuary. 20 Jesus has already gone in 
there for us. He has become our eternal High Priest in 
the order of Melchizedek.” 



Romans 15:13 (NIV) - "May the God of hope fill you 
with all joy and peace as you trust in him, so that you 
may overflow with hope by the power of the Holy 
Spirit."

Jeremiah 29:11 (NIV) - "For I know the plans I have for 
you, declares the Lord, plans for welfare and not for 
evil, to give you a future and a hope."
