Luke 1:68 (NLT) — “Praise the Lord, the God of Israel,
because he has visited and redeemed his people.”

Matthew 20:28 (NLT) — “For even the Son of Man
came not to be served but to serve others and to give
his life as a ransom for many.”



Ephesians 1:7 (NLT) — “He is so rich in kindness and
grace that he purchased our freedom with the blood

of his Son and forgave our sins”.

Ephesians 1:7 (NKJV) — “In Him we have redemption
through His blood, the forgiveness of sins, according
to the riches of His grace”
