Key Observation:

“Choose where you look to change 

your outlook”
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Change where you look to change 

your outlook

We choose life when we:

• Attention shift (to where you are going)……Church

• Attention shift (to who you are going to see)….GOD

• Look for the larger picture
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The Largest Picture is God

We choose life when we realize:

• He is the I AM that I AM

• He is the creator

• He is sovereign

• He is The Lord

“The largest picture of God is one that addresses an ugly picture that we can’t change.”

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Hear A Louder Voice

Whose word is the loudest in your life?

1. Is God’s word the loudest word in your head and heart:

1. Has to be louder than other folks words

2. Has to be louder than your own voice

The loudest voice sets the course for the direction of your life.
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The Final Outcome

When we allow God’s larger picture to be the dominate thing we see, 

and God’s Word is the loudest voice we hear, then we can “defiantly 

imagine the final outcome”.
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Allowing God to take Action

 Allowing God to show up helps keep us from making rash decisions

 Allowing God to show up helps keep us from making brash decisions

 Waiting on God to show up helps keep us from making hasty decisions

 Waiting on God helps us imagine a different outcome than what the world is presenting 
at the time

 Waiting on God helps us from taking evasive action ( a destructive way out)
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And when God shows up

 He comes with all that He is

 He comes with deliverance

 He shows up with ways out of no way

 He changes outcome

up and change your outcome!
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
