Sword and Bow

The Jewish sages say that Jacob’s terms “sword
and bow” refer to his “prayers and supplications”
before God. Jacob recognized that anything done
on a physical level had a spiritual cause. While
Simeon and Levi-may have been successful at
physically capturing Shechem, it was Jacob’s
prayers that led to their success. According to
Jacob, prayers and supplications are the real
instruments in life, and they are the cause for our
victories and successes.
