THINKING LIGHT

OVERVIEW:

¢ In light of the Apostle Peter’s remarks in 2 Peter, how are we to live as Christians? Does
your life currently compare to the characteristics of the faithful found in this passage?

e Like John the Baptist, how can we prepare the way for the Lord’s return for those in
our circles of influence?
