                 1. Even a large part of the bodyguards dress of the Pope is scarlet
                     in color.
        3. Scarlet in scripture is seen as being of royalty.
   b. John says the women also is seen arrayed in purple.
       1. Purple also in scripture is also seen as being of Royalty
           a. Remember they placed a purple rode around Jesus and bowed down and 
               mocked him as being Royal because of His claim of being the Son of God
