Premillennial is how we have approached this story because it's the
most natural, grammatical, contextual, and plain sense of the reading
God's word.

Postmillennial denies the rapture and believes that Christ returns after
the 1,000-year reign of Christ. Satan is bound now. We are slowly
realizing the kingdom, helping Jesus bring it in until finally it's ready,
and then He will return. The 1,000 years are figurative now—this is a
messianic age of growing Christian ethics.

Amillennial denies the rapture and any idea of an actual millennial reign.

It is all figurative and symbolic. These expect the church age to morph
into the Great Tribulation and Jesus to return after that.

Note: Postmillennial and Amillennial teachings are the root of three
false ideas—Christian dominionism, replacement theology, and
Satan’s inactivity.
