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Often the best way to influence other people is to pray for them. Paul’s prayer 
for the Philippians was that they would be unified in love. Their love was to 
result in an inordinate knowledge of Christ and discernment.  Their love was
not based on feelings but on what Christ had done for them. As you grow in
Christ’s love, your heart and mind grow together. 

Are your love and insight growing? 

When we love Christ, he produces godly actions in us such as kindness to 
others. Paul understood love’s amazing capacity for growth and so he prayed 
for his friends.  The Philippians learned how to love, but Paul prayed for their 
love to abound more and more.
