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Jeremiah 17:7-8 “Blessed is the man that trust in the Lord, and whose hope the Lord is. “For he shall be like 

a tree planted by the waters, Which spreads out its roots by the river, And will not fear when heat comes; But 

its leaf will be green, And will not be anxious in the year of drought, Nor will cease from yielding fruit.” 

Ephesians 3:14-21 “For this reason I bow my knees to the Father of our Lord Jesus Christ, 15 from whom the 

whole family in heaven and earth is named, 16 that He would grant you, according to the riches of His glory, 

to be strengthened with might through His Spirit in the inner man, 17 that Christ may dwell in your hearts 

through faith; that you, being rooted and grounded in love, 18 may be able to comprehend with all the saints 

what is the width and length and depth and height— 19 to know the love of Christ which passes knowledge; 

that you may be filled with all the fullness of God. 20 Now to Him who is able to do exceedingly abundantly 

above all that we ask or think, according to the power that works in us, 21 to Him be glory in the church by 

Christ Jesus to all generations, forever and ever. Amen.” 

I. God wants us to be Rooted and ESTABLISHED in His Love. 

1. ROOTED is a believer who is firmly planted in the love of God.  

2. ESTABLISHED is a believer who is like a building, established on the love of God as a foundation.  

II. God wants us to grasp TOGETHER with all the saints His love. 

1. It starts with your OWN family.  

2. COMMUNITY Group.  

3. We are to be an ENCOURAGER to those around us.  

Hebrews 10:24-25 “And let us consider how we may spur one another on towards love and good deeds. Let 

us not give up meeting together, as some are in the habit of doing, but let us encourage one another - and all 

the more as you see the Day approaching.” 

III. Our Praise and Worship go BACK to God. 

Verses 20-21 “Now to Him who is able to do exceedingly abundantly above all that we ask or think, according 

to the power that works in us, 21 to Him be glory in the church by Christ Jesus to all generations, forever and 

ever. Amen.”
