Galatians 4:8-31; Romans 6:13-18: Matthew 11:28-30

The Mosaic Law was intended to be...
1. A of our faith showing us that our God is Holy.
2 A _pointing out our need for a Savior and pointing to Jesus.

Lies Jesus freed us from:

1. Are you believing the lie that you have to be a perfect Christian?

Confess the opposite - Ephesians 2:4-9
Truth - Doubt grows when we give space for it our mind and then it grows in our heart.

2. Are you wrestling with doubt and guilt that keep you from trusting Jesus?
Confess the opposite - 2 Corinthians 5:21
Truth - My past doesn’t matter, Jesus has made me righteous before God!

3. Are you enslaved to a sin or harmiul pattem of behavior?
Confess the opposite - John 8:34
Truth - | am free in Christ!

4. Do you feel like you have to carry the burdens you face in this world alone?
Confess the opposite - Matthew 11:28-30
Truth - Jesus, | give my burdens to you!

5. Are you enslaved to the thought, “I am not good enough for God to use?”
Confess the opposite - 2 Corinthians 5:17-18
Truth - Jesus | am called to Your purpose!
