Text:  John 10: 7 -10 Pew Bible: 892  

“I tell you the truth, I am the gate for the sheep. All who came before me were thieves and robbers. But 

the true sheep did not listen to them. Yes, I am the gate. Those who come in through me will be saved. 

They will come and go freely and will find good pastures. The thief ’s purpose is to steal and kill and 

destroy. My purpose is to give them a rich and satisfying life. ”   John 10:7-10 

“After he has gathered his own flock, he walks ahead of them, and they follow him because they know his 

voice. They won ’t follow a stranger; they will run from him because they don ’t know his voice.”  Jn. 10:4-5 

BIG  

IDEA  

Think about how you interact with digital technology. In what ways do you feel it takes more 

from you than you give to it? (Examples)   

1. In John 10, what do the sheep, shepherd, the sheep pen, and the stranger represent?      

2. What does Jesus mean by likening himself to a gate for the sheepfold? How do the sheep 

respond to him and his voice?   

3. How do you practically discern the voice of Christ from all the voices that vie for your 

attention in our world?       

4. Where in your life do you think digital technology distracts you the most? How do the 

promises of Jesus give you hope in this struggle against the enemy ’s tactics to steal your 

attention?  

5. Where in your life would you like to experience more of the rest, peace, and joy Jesus wants 

to give you, the “full” life?   

6. What are your thoughts about a 28 -day Digital Fast? How might it create more space for you 

to hear the voice of God? What obstacles might you encounter?  

7. What are the prayer requests on your mind and heart today?  

 

Lord Jesus, thank you being our Good Shepherd, the one who cares deeply for the 

sheep. Help us to turn down the noise of our world to hear you more clearly. May we choose a 

more focused life to follow after you in this winter season. In the name of Christ, Amen.  

Read John 10:1-30. How does this passage describe the Pharisees ’ difficulty in 

understanding the message of Jesus? What final claim does Jesus make (v.17 -18). Why do his 

listeners respond as they do? How would you have responded?
