New Testament: Romans 12:1-8

! T appeal to you therefore, brothers, by the mercies of
God, to present your bodies as a living sacrifice, holy and
acceptable to God, which is your spiritual worship. 2 Do
not be conformed to this world, but be transformed by
the renewal of your mind, that by testing you may
discern what is the will of God, what is good and
acceptable and perfect.

3 For by the grace given to me I say to everyone among
you not to think of himself more highly than he ought to
think, but to think with sober judgment, each according
to the measure of faith that God has assigned.  For as in
one body we have many members, and the members do
not all have the same function, ° so we, though many, are
one body in Christ, and individually members one of
another. ¢ Having gifts that differ according to the grace
given to us, let us use them: if prophecy, in proportion to
our faith; 7 if service, in our serving; the one who teaches,
in his teaching; ® the one who exhorts, in his exhortation;

The Gospel: Matthew 16:21-27

21 From that time Jesus began to show his disciples that he
must go to Jerusalem and suffer many things from the
elders and chief priests and scribes, and be killed, and on
the third day be raised. 22 And Peter took him aside and
began to rebuke him, saying, “Far be it from you, Lord!
This shall never happen to you.” 2 But he turned and said
to Peter, “Get behind me, Satan! You are a hindrance to
me. For you are not setting your mind on the things of
God, but on the things of man.”

Sermon The Rev. Jamie Sosnowski
The Nicene Creed

We believe in one God, the Father, the Almighty,
maker of heaven and earth, of all that is, visible and
invisible. We believe in one Lord, Jesus Christ, the
only-begotten Son of God, eternally begotten of the
Father, God from God, Light from Light, true God
from true God, begotten, not made, of one Being with
the Father; through him all things were made. For us
and for our salvation he came down from heaven, was
incarnate from the Holy Spirit and the Virgin Mary,
and was made man. For our sake he was crucified
under Pontius Pilate; he suffered death and was
buried. On the third day he rose again in accordance
with the Scriptures; he ascended into heaven and is
seated at the right hand of the Father. He will come
again in glory to judge the living and the dead, and
his kingdom will have no end. We believe in the Holy
Spirit, the Lord, the giver of life, who proceeds from
the Father and the Son, who with the Father and the
Son is worshiped and glorified, who has spoken
through the prophets.
