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THE MESSAGE

JEREMIAH 2:13 & 3:12

2:13 “For my people have done two evil
things: They have abandoned me—the
fountain of living water. And they have dug
for themselves cracked cisterns that can
hold no water at all!

3:12 Therefore, go and give this message to
Israel. This is what the Lord says: “O Israel,
my faithless people, come home to me
again, for I am merciful. | will not be angry
with you forever.
