(1:12-18a)

A. Even in the midst difficult situations

B. Even by the hands of diflicult people



I1. To see that life in Christ is always a “win-
win” reality. (1:18b-26)

A. Whether we serve Him by faith now...

B. ...or worship Him face-to-face then!



II1. To see that our true citizenship is heaven.
(1:27-30)

A. So that we stand in the One Spirit of God.
B. So that we soldier as one soul--

1. Unshaken by opposition

2. Unafraid of suffering for Christ

2. God-Authored Relationships And Life

Circumstances Always Work Together

For Good And Provide Opportunities
To Honor God.
