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SCENE 9: “Jesus Heals the Paralytic”

After Jesus began His ministry at about 30 years of age, a
paralytic was brought to Him to be healed. Jesus said to him,
“Your sins are forgiven! The religious leaders questioned
in their hearts, “who can forgive sin but God alone?” Jesus,
knowing their hearts, said to them, “that you may know that
the Son of Man has authority on earth to forgive sins"—He
said to the paralytic—"I say to you, rise, pick up your bed, and
go home.” And he immediately rose and went out, so that they
were all amazed and glorified God.

SCENE 10: “The Garden of Gethsemane”

In Jesus' last days on earth He became greatly distressed and
troubled knowing the great agony He would soon experience
while in the garden.
