Principle – Trust is proven when God challenges our assumptions, 
delays our expectations, and we still submit to His Authority.

I. Jesus challenges Their Assumptions. Verses 1 – 5 

Verses 1 – 9 illustrate that tragic events are a natural consequence 
of a world polluted by sin. 

John 16:33

II. Trust God’s patience – but don’t presume on it. Verses 6 – 9 

God required Israel to be fruitful. They refused, and so God 
brought destruction in 70 A.D.
