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Definition Of Spiritual Gifts 

A spiritual gift is a divine motivation that helps you develop a particular skill  
or ability to serve the body of Christ. 

1. Spiritual Gift of Serving or Helps 

The ability to lead, organize, and give direction. 

2. Spiritual Gift of Giving 

The ability to recognize and give assistance to those in need by giving them 

material resources, far beyond the tithe, to further the work of God. 

3. Spiritual Gift of Compassion and Mercy 

The ability to recognize and comfort those who are in need due to physical, 

spiritual, or emotional problems. 

4. Spiritual Gift of Discernment 

The ability to know with assurance whether certain behavior or teaching is 

from God, Satan, human air, or human power. 

5. Spiritual Gift of Exhortation 

The ability to encourage and explain to others practical steps of action,  

either in service to others or in personal spiritual growth.  

 

 

 

6. Spiritual Gift of Leadership 

The ability to lead, organize, and give direction. 

 

7. Spiritual Gift of Teacher 

The ability to research doctrinal truths and communicate them in  
written form or verbally. 

 

8. Spiritual Gift of Shepherd/Pastor 

The ability to serve God by overseeing, training, and caring for the  

needs of a group of Christians. 

 

9. Spiritual Gift of Evangelist 

The ability to lead people, beyond one’s natural ability, to the saving 
knowledge of Jesus Christ. 

10. Spiritual Gift of Prophet 

The ability to speak before, to edify, exhort, and to proclaim God’s
