Do you feel like Paul is just trying to defending himself or trying to
make a bigger point? If so, what is his point?

Does God ever get jealous? If so, of what?

Hands: Start Doing. Commit to a step and live it out this week. (10 Min)

When you are tempted to lift yourself up, how can you give that glory
to God?

Pray for our pastors that they will do their best to lead with humble
hearts.

Start Praying. Be bold and pray with power. (15 Min)
