Every conversation, every act of kindness, every sacrifice, and every prayer 
contributes to something eternal. You may never know on this side of heaven how 
God will use your faithfulness to impact others, but as Christians, eternity is not just 
our destination, it’s our direction. When you live with heaven on your mind, you 
make decisions that matter on earth.
